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Truly, these are the rights of the manufacturer. What
about the rights of the consumers. A solution has to be found
to accomadate both rights.

As the law stands now, the name of an organization is
sufficient to certify the status of kashrus. In reality their
name is not enough information to the consumer.

The certification on a particular product is totally
dependent on the qualifications of the mashgiach. Thus the
name of the organization is no indication of who certifies the
product. There is a definite need to print the name of the
actual Rabbi who certifies that the product is kosher.

We urge the public to show their interest and write to
the kashrus organizations requesting the names of the
mashgichim who certify the particular products of their

interest.

Urge Caution On

New York has recently enacted legislation
limiting the use of the symbols “K* or “KP" to
designate items as kosher. The law, which goes into
effect January 1, 1978 provides that “K" or “KP"’
may only be used either as a *‘kosher’ designation
or as a registered trademark. Under the law. if the
symbols are to refer to Kashruth, the name, ad-
dress and telephone number of the superviging rab-
bi or certifying organization must be registered
with the New York State Department of
Agriculture and Markets, Divislon of Kosher Law
Enforcement.

While the law seems to have been designed to
eliminate the confusion regarding these symbols,
Sidney Kwestel, President of the National Jewish
Commission on Law and Public Affairs (COLPA),
issued a note of warning. He said that the utility of

the law would lie in how it will be perceived. The
law, he said, only provides a means for an in-
dividual to pursue the question of a product’s
kashruth — it does not provide a government
regulated certification system.

It would be tragic, he said, if
this law would be viewed as requiring orthodox rab-
binic supervision as a condition for the use of the
“K” or "KP" which symbols would then be un-
critically accepted as necessarily denoting general-

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KOSHER FOOD LAW

By now the public is well aware about the new kosher
food law. All advertisers, legally, must identify the name of
the certifying Rabbi or organization, if kashrus is mentioned
in the ad.

This law is important from a legal stand point. But, it
does not help the consumer, unless there is a proper follow
up from the consumers side.

If we look at the food advertisements we see no changes,
yet. On a daily basis we still see kosher ads without
mentioning the name of the certifying Rabbi.

It is your duty as a kashrus consumer to notify the
Kosher Law Enforcement Division of N.Y. State Dept. of
Agriculture to do something about enforcing the law.

This law should be extended to include labeling, too, not
only advertisements. The consumer that picks up a product
has a fundamental right to know who certifies that it is

kosher.

We know that there might be opposition to this law
from some manufacturers. They would rather not have an
hashgocha than having to indicate the Rabbi's name on the
wrapper. They sometimes find that they are being boycotted
f.om anti-Semitic groups. There has been official boycotts
from groups such as the Revolutionary Daughters, who feel
that by buying a product bearing a kosher symbol, they
promote Jewish causes.

This is the reason why products bearing a symbol i.e. @
or ® etc. dont indicate dairy, parve or otherwise. The
companies feel that a symbol without any additional writing
is not as provocative to the gentile (not knowing exactly what
it stands for and mostly not being noticed at all). But any
additional markings clearly denote a kosher symbol, and
might cause them problems.

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The matter was brought to the attention of the leaders
of the @, but no change has been made to date. No effort was
even made to question the references given.

Therefore, before one considers eating products which
require a hashgocho, especially meat products or at
restaurants, one should think into the great responsibility
which is taken upon oneself.

At the time that this Madrich is going to press, we were
informed through highly reliable sources that the coordinator
of the ® is about to leave his post.

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Important Observations Concerning
Hashgachos Under the ®

As the reader will recall, in Madrich No. 14, we
described the chaos which exists by the hashgachos that are
under the @. It is sad to see that till this day no serious steps
were taken to rectify the situation.

Actually some minor steps have been taken by the ©,
such as putting certain notices in newspapers. Also during
this time the highest post of the administration became
vacant. However, no serious changes which would alter the
system, and follow up the complaints of the public, has taken
place.

Especially distressing are the Hashgochos on the meat
products. By their Glatt shchitos such as Cros Bros., and
Sunflower, where nothing has been done to remedy the
situation, Some of the Shochtim at the Sunflower plant claim
that the Kashrus is not as it should be. The ® has not
found it important enough to improve the situation.

After the Madyich was released we were notified
that the © will withdraw their hashgocho
from Sunflower

The same holds true by the Shchita of poultry, such as
Empire or Falls, where more than 1,000 birds are slaughtered
per hour. Also the other problems have not been corrected.

The irresponsibility (free for all) which exists at
restaurants under the @ hechsher is still actual. One example
takes place as recently as the summer of 77 at the
“Shang Chai"" Restaurant (of which the owner is a non-Jew),
the Mashgiach was a young boy, a Bochur not experienced
enough in the field of hashgochos. Therefore it was
impossible to rely on the hechsher Recently a new Mashgiach
was posted, but one who is not at all suited to the post of

a Mashgiach
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hechsher. The key factor is that you should not feel ashamed;
if you approach it in a respectful and diplomatic manner, any
honorable Machshir or Mashgiach will be glad to help you.

Kashrus is without doubt one of the most important
areas of every Jew's life. In previous generations, people were
not as dependant on packaged products as they are today.
Their eating habits were simpler. Much of their food was
homegrown, and mass production was virtually non-existant.
Today, though, the large majority of our diet consists of
items which has undergone processing, passd through
countless hands, and require strict supervision.

We simply can not afford to take chances with the foods
we eat; our spiritual nourishment depends to a large extent
on the physical nourishment we incorporate into our bodies.
In these troubled times, he who makes the effort of trying to
ascertain that any food he eats is one hundred percent Kosher
is surely worthy of great reward in the World to Come.

Editors Note: Although the recommendations are worth
trying, they are by no means the ultimate solution.
Unfortunately, some machshirim would give answers without
knowing the actual facts. Some would just twist the facts.
Ultimately a physical verification has to be done through
checking the plant, to know what is actually being used.

An estimated 35 to 40 percent of all fresh apples are coated

with a layer of wax. Fifty percent of fresh tomatoes and about 75 percent of
all cucumbers are also coated with the material. Now the Center for Science in
the Public Interest is asking the Food and Drug Administration to insure that
restrictions on the use of such waxes be strictly enforced. In addition, the
CSPI has noted that waxes have not been tested for carcinogenicity or other

possibly harmful effects, and has asked the FDA to require those tests.

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— Regarding the dinim of bishul Yisroel and pas Yisroel,
there are a number of difficult questions. If a Jew puts on the
flame which cooks or bakes the food, there is no problem. A
pilot light, on the other hand, is held by most poskim to be
insufficient to remove the issur of bishul acum, and should
be relied on only in extreme circumstances. This problem
often arises in restaurants, many of which use the pilot light
heter. Another debatable shitoh relied upon is the one which
holds that steaming a product in which there is water negates
any problem of bishul acum, a shitoh which is rejected by
many poskim.

These are just a sampling of cases where a hechsher on a
prdduct only signifies that there exists some posek who
would allow the food to be eaten. As in all shaalos of halacha,
B'nai Torah should consult their individual posek for his
opinion regarding any particular food. Aside from that basic
step, there are a number of other suggestions which I would
make to all those who feel uncomfortable about the idea that
the food they eat may be considered unkosher by various
poskim.

1) When going to a restaurant or a catering hall, speak
to the Mashgiach personally and find out whatever interests
you: whether he relies on the pilot light heter mentioned
earlier (I know of a case where the Rav Hamachshir was
under the impression that the Mashgiach turned on the actual
flame, when in reality he only ignited the pilot light), whether
or not a particular type of glatt kosher meat is used
exclusively (some restaurants use three or four brands of
glatt, and they may serve you a brand you would prefer to
stay away from), and any other question you may have.

2) If you have a question about a particular product,
call up the Rav Hamachshir and ask him how often the
Mashgiach visits the plant (there is one plant I know of
which was last visited fifteen years ago). and whether there
are any specific M5p upon which he relied in giving his

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— Two of the more obvious halachos involve Glatt
Kosher and Cholov Yisroel. While we all know that many
poskim are machmir when it comes to these requirements,
hechsherim abound on countless products which do not
measure up to these standards. Thus, when one hears of a
hechsher on a certain brand of ice cream or a particular type
of cheese, he should be aware that they are not necessarily
Cholov Yisroel. Similarly, a butcher store proclaiming that it
sells bossor kosher does not mean to say that its meat is glatt.
Boruch Hashem, those in the Orthodox community who
insist on Cholov Yisroel and glatt have become sophisticated
enough to recognize the need for specific mention of these
attributes on the products they use, so that these categories
do not pose a major stumbling block for many people.

— There is a machlokes haposkim whether or not it is
permissible to cut the brisket before making o198 np*1a in an
animal, with the majority view being that the shechita is
invalid. Yet, there are some glatt kosher meats on the market
which rely on the minority shitoh.

— While it is well kmown that Mmoo 15y mayw ynn is
prohibited mi’'derabonon, there are companies which are
owned by Jews, sell their chometz before Pesach, and remain
open during the Yom Tov doing business as usual. Many
poskim hold that this is a sham sale and hence invalid, and
even those poskim who are meikel agree that it is better to
avoid purchasing from these companies during the period
immediately following Pesach. Again, one can find
hechsheirim on the products of these companies, based on the
b'dieved shitoh mentioned above.

— Bread which was baked with milk is not permitted to
be placed on the table unless there is a clear simon that it was
made with milk. While one can find marketed bread with a
“D" or the word "‘dairy’”’ printed on the label, some poskim
hold that this is not an adequate simon.
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HOW KOSHER IS IT?

While shopping in my local supermarket, recently, I
picked up a product which displayed a well-kmown kashrus
symbol on the front of its label. As I was about to place it in
my basket, I noticed that the side of the package was
inscribed with the warning that the product was only to be
eaten by sick people. When [ came to the counter, I saw a
lady who was in the process of purchasing this product, and
I told her that she could eat it only if she were sick. The lady
looked at me as if I were sick. She could not believe that
anyone would give a hechsher on a product which was not
Kosher for everyone. (After doing a bit of research, |
discovered that a different company which produced a similar
product labelled it Kosher with the name of the Rav
Hamachshir printed in English, while printing in Hebrew that
anyone wishing to eat this food should first learn the
appropriate halachos in Shulchan Aruch.)

Generally, people think that if a product has a hechsher,
that product is certainly Kosher and can be eaten by anyone.
After all, the rule is that pPmooxa K1 TR 9y, and if
someone says that it is Kosher, then so it is. Kosher is
Kosher, and there are no two ways about it.

The truth, however, is that a hechsher on a product
often means only that it is Kosher according to at least one
shitoh or for a certain class of people. In no way does it mean
that it is Kosher [I'chol hadeios or lemehadrin min
hamehadrin. Indeed, many times a rov will give a hechsher
on a certain food which he himself would never eat. All he is
saying with his hechsher, in effect, is that if you want to eat
this product, 7mp% m Sy w1, you have on whom to rely. Let
us examine a number of common examples of Mp. relied
upon by many machshirim which in reality are the subjects
of great debate :

NUSACH FOR SEPARATING TRUMOS AND MA’ASROS

Separate 1% plus a bit more, from each kind of food

Say: What’s more than 1% on this (point to it) side is
truma g'dola. The 1% plus 9 more parts of equal volume from
the right side (or “from the top™) is ma'asser rishon for the
whole thing.

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public is not notified through the media. If a baal hamachshir
finds that a problem exists with a certain product he should
feel it is his responsibility to inform the consumer that this
product is questionable.

Unfortunately, the administrators of the OU choose to
evade the problems that even they themselves discover.

A) For example: Heinz Vegetarian Beans carried an
OU on the label, although the ingredients listed clams. The
public was not notified.

B) Cookies with an OU symbol were marked Parve
but were actually milchig. The mistake on the label was not
publicized in the Jewish newspapers or elsewhere. It was also
not publicized that cookies which listed gelatin as an
ingredient were not to be used.

C) A company having an OU endorsement concocted
a new product. The company attached a sample of the new
item, gravy containing meat, to its regular product. The new
item was unquestionably non-kosher; however, since the big
box carried the OU, the public assumed that the small packet
was equally reliable. Even after the OU realized its error, it
did not inform the public through the media that this new
product is not endorsed by the OU and is not kosher.

D) In several hotels under the OU hechsher, where
“matzho ashirah” is served, even at the first seder, many of
the participants, who are neither sick nor old, would
unquestionably prefer matzo shmura, but they are not given
the privilege of selection.

CONCLUSION

It is with agonizing regret and shamefaced remorse
that we have felt it incumbent upon us to disclose the
findings of our study. But we have done so in a spirit of hope
for the future, hope that—perhaps conscience-stricken and
aroused by public demand for a higher standard—the OU will
begin to look introspectively into the disorder of its house
and the bewilderment of its constituents, the chaotic dilemma
which it has created for those who have entrusted it with
their very soul. We urge the OU to rededicate itself with its

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For Example: (A) A cheese-smoking company, where
kosher and non-kosher cheeses are smoked, processes cheeses
which bear the OU symbol. We were made aware that in the
last 15 years no one from the OU has visited its plant.
(Regarding cheese, there are questions of cholov akum,
gvinas akum and non-kosher ingredients). We confronted the
administrator of the OU with this startling disclosure (at'a
meeting in the Novominsker Rebbe’s z't'l' house), and he
assured us that an investigation would be undertaken to
rectify the matter. Since that time, more than two years have
elapsed, and still the OU has not inspected this company.

(B) An OU mashgiach assigned to an OU-endorsed
company where both kosher and non-kosher turkey rolls and
salami are made complained that it is very difficult for one
supervisor to prevent a mix-up of kosher with non-kosher.
He stressed that he is reasonably certain that when he turns
his back for a moment they do mix kosher with non-kosher.
The OU ignored his request for corrective measures or an
additional supervisor.

(C) The Buitoni Foods Plant (noodles, soups, etc.)
produces similar kosher and non-kosher products (kosher
soups, non-kosher soups). The cooking vessels are directly
next to one another. The mashgiach explained the following
to us:

(1) Prior to the assignment of a mashgiach to this
plant, labels were attached arbitrarily, and there is a
possibility that the labels carrying the OU symbol were
mistakenly put on the non-kosher foods.

(2) Due to the complexity of the plant, it is impossible
for one mashgiach alone to control the kashrus.

It is noteworthy that after the aforementioned points
were brought to our attention it was discovered that Buitoni
soup made with non-kosher meat was labeled with the OU
symbol, probably because there was no mashgiach present at
the labeling (due to insufficiency of mashgichim).

PUBLIC NOTIFICATION

1. Where grievous kashrus errors are found to have
occurred (possibly rendering the product unkosher), the

employ such mashgichim. (B) A rav who gives a hechsher for
a cookie factory which bakes with kosher and non-kosher
oils and who is never present when the kosher cookies are
baked is employed by the OU as mashgiach for another
plant! (C) A rav who gives hashgochos on bakeries in which
the owners are Yidden and the bakery works on Shaboss, is
also employed as an OU mashgiach.

2. The OU employs some shochtim and mashgichim
who do not observe the strict criteria of Shomrei Torah
U’mitzvos befitting of their position. It is very difficult to
find mashgichim for factories which are located in small,
remote towns, and the OU has to resort to local supervisors
who are not actualy qualified or fit to be mashgichim and
who may not always be relied upon in matters of kashrus.

LABELING

1. Labelling and listing of ingredients are sometimes
inaccurate and misleading. The average consumer, for
example, is not aware that whey and lactose are dairy
derivatives, rendering the product milchig. And sometimes,
even if the ingredients are not milchig, the product might
have been prepared in dairy vessels. In either case, the QU
does not notify the consumer that the product is milchig,
even in their directory. Moreover, the OU issues several
kinds of hechsherim: on products which are very
questionable and which may be used only “bedieved” (post
factum, when already done) and on products which would be
kosher in any event with or without the OU symbol. The
consumer is not made aware of the category under which a
given hechsher falls.

2. The OU principle that its symbol must be printed
on the label is not strictly enforced. Many products on the
market bear only an adhesive OU sticker, which a company
may attach at random. There are also rubber-stamped OU
symbols. We have discussed this problem with the OU, and
we have received nothing more than promises.

RECTIFICATIONS
1. Rectifications promised by the OU are not always
implemented.

(C) In the recent past we notified the OU that the oil
used by Wise Potato Chip Co. for manufacturing potato
chips should have a reliable hechsher inasmuch as it is
refined by a company which also refines trefeh oil. The
coordinator stated that he confirmed the matter with the
mashgiach, who assured him that the oil from that company
was not being used. At the same time, we visited the Wise
Potato Chip Co. and saw that the suspected oil was definitely
being used. This information was at that time confirmed in
writing by the Company.

(D) When the president of the R.C.A. was asked who
the mashgiach is at the Sunflower shechita, he named Horav
. and stated that the latter visits the plant every two
weeks. When asked, Horav . . . admitted that not only does
he not visit the plant once in two weeks, but he is not even
its machgiach. He was only present when the OU took over
the plant, and he was not certain if rectifications which he
recommended were undertaken. ’

(E) When asked if a specific restaurant is cautious to
avoid “bishul akum”, the OU reported that the mashgiach
comes in every morning to turn on the stove. The mashgiach,
however, stated that he definitely does not come in every
morning to turn it on.

MASHGICHIM

1. Some of the mashgichim at OU-endorsed plants can
not be considered reliable. Where the OU assumes the
supervision of a factory which already employs a mashgiach,
it does not always appoint a new mashgiach from its own
staff but usually reinstates the same mashgiach even though
he may not be qualified for his post. Moreover, a mashgiach
might go on vacation and leave no substitute. Even if he does
leave a substitute, he does not discuss the matter with the
OU. The substitute might not be a qualified or responsible
person.

The OU employs some mashgichim who should not
be relied upon in matters of kashrus. For example: (A) a
mashgiach who holds a position as rabbi in a shul without a
mechitza. According to the OU, however, it endeavors not to
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accepted at face value, since it is not always possible to assign
someone else to visit the plants and verify the statements
made. The OU ordinarily investigates a factory once before it
gives its endorsement. Thereafter, the word of the mashgiach
(no matter who he is) is of necessity considered accurate.
Since the OU is constantly preoccupied with accepting
lucrative new hashgochos and new mashgichim it has become
very hard to cope with pre existing hashgocha.

Since the OU office can not control what transpires in
the factories, quite often a mashgiach will allow the use of a
certain product which he assumes is permissible but which
actually might be incompatible with OU regulations. For
example, certain OU-endorsed restaurants use butter and
margarines that are foridden according to even OU standards.

3. It is OU policy that its hashgochos may not be
investigated by outsiders. This applies even to the R.C.A.
Kashrus Commission. Since no one is permitted to visit the
OU-endorsed plants, the OU always remains seemingly
faultless—a condition which obstructs the revelation of the
facts to the public.

OBTAINING INFORMATION

1. The public cannot always obtain accurate or reliable
information from the OU as to its hechsherim.

Examples: (A) When the OU was asked if the Brenner
Biscuit Co. has a steady mashgiach, the answer was in the
affirmative. But the Company itself verified in writing that
the mashgiach visits the plant only once a week.

(B) Regarding a refinery, which refines kosher and
non-kosher oils and where oil runs through many lines, and
it is an impossible task to maintain control of the kosher and
non-kosher lines. Therefore the previous OU administrator,
Rav Rosenberg, a’h, who visited the refinery and realized that
it is futile to attempt to keep proper control, and thereby
forbade the OU producers from using the oil. The present
administrator insists that the oil has not been used. However,
investigations have revealed that the refinery does in fact sell
its oil to OU producers.
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use them without separation.) At the same time, however, the
OU office will not reveal the facts of the situation to the
unknowing inquirer.

(B) There are many who do not rely on OU
hashgochos on Glatt kosher meats. They inquire as to whose
meats certain caterers use, but the truth is seldom revealed.
For example: when the OU office was asked whose shechita
is used by Wilton Caterers (which packages meats for airlines
and hospitals), the response was Satmar and Zelhem only,
whereupon the caterer’'s employees confirmed that they use
meat from either Cross Bros. or Sunflower shechita.

(C) The consumer is not informed that grape juice is
used as an ingredient in various food products so that those
who wish to rely on the opinion that the product should not
be used may have this alternative.

KASHRUS STRUCTURE

1. The internal structure of the OU is and has been in
a state of flux. Its turnover in administration, together with
its R.C.A.-affiliated arms, contributes to the credibility gap
surrounding the entire OU organization and its en-
dorsements. Due to internal political difficulties existing
between the OU and Histadrus, no member of the Kashrus

Commission would dare venture to comment openly against
the leaders of the OU Kashrus Division.

2. The OU Kashrus Division employs only three key
individuals. They are the only ones who have knowledge of
the many hundreds of OU hashgochos, and they are required
to report to the Kashrus Commission of the R.C.A. In reality,
however, they do not feel obligated to report in detail,
adequatly to anyone. Due to the insufficiency in its
personnel, the OU is incapable of adequately administering
its hundreds of endorsed plants or even attempting to keep
apprised of the status of its manifold hechsherim. The OU
employs a few transient mashgichim throughout the country
to oversee on other mashgichim. But the OU leaders are not
able to keep a close watch on whether or not mashgichim are
visiting the plants regularly and submitting regular reports.
Those reports which are sent in fact presented must be
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responsible for the kashrus of the OU. Due to the fact that
some of its ““'modern Orthodox’’ members are associated with
the New York Board of Rabbis (which consists of Reform,
Conservative and Orthodox rabbis and which has been
banned by the gedolei horabonim), the R.C.A. has lost some
of its credibility in the eyes of Bnei Torah.

Officially, the OU is required to submit detailed
reports of its activities every few weeks at meetings with the
Kashrus Commission of the Histadrus; however, the only
matters routinely discussed are questions of policy or the
undertaking of new hashgochos, etc. Problems pertaining to
existing hashgochos are by and large not seriously
considered.

2. The OU is not directly responsible to any halachic
individual or group other than the official Rabbinical Council
of America. The constitution of the Kashrus Commission can
not be strictly enforced by the R.C.A. In reality, the OU
directs the entire kashrus system without any significant
responsibility to any halachic group.

3. The OU or the R.C.A. sometime improvises
halachic decisions to serve its needs. Discovering heterim or
relying on minority opinions of rabbis is not the major
objection, however. The overriding problem is that it does
not notify the public of the basis of its findings. Morever,
regarding its halachic policies, false information is from time
to time disseminated to the consumer.

OU-endorsed plants utilize ingredients which may not
be accepted by all halachic authorities.

Examples: (A) Canned fruits imported from Israel
pose a problem of trumos and maasros. There are some
rabbonim who maintain that these fruits require hafrosha
(separation) only in Eretz Yisroel. However, not all poskim
agree. When the office of the OU was asked if it allows the
use of fruits without separation, the answer was that trumos
are separated from these fruits. The fact, however, is that
caterers under the OU hashgocha use canned fruits from
Israel which have not been separated for hafroshas truma.

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REVIEW OF THE “0O.U.”
INTRODUCTION

In response to an overwhelming public demand, we are
presenting here an English synopsis of our previous report in
Yiddish (Madrich #14) of a thus-far 3 year, community-
inspired investigation of OU practices and endorsements. As
a preface to this report, we must state that we have never
been motivated by a desire to compete with—or to cast
aspersions upon—any individual, group of individuals or
organization but, rather, a conscientious responsibility
(despite all obstacles) of fulfilling the monumental task with
which a discerning public has charged us, that is, to
investigate and to report the truth surrounding the kashrus
of food products. We are continuously aware that we bear
the burden of a dual mission: to avoid embarrassing
exposures but to reveal the realities to our readers. To fail to
disclose the substance of our investigations would
thwart—and indeed defeat—the purpose for which we exist,
and we would be remiss in our obligation towards those who
look to us for guidance. The subject of kashrus is far too
serious and too important to allow us to be permissive,
tolerant or agreeable to anything less than absolute adherence
to uncompromising and unchanging standards.

(All references to the OU apply only to the Kashrus Division.)

FINDINGS

Our files are replete with reports of meetings and
telephone calls with the OU, letters from OU-endorsed
companies, legal decisions from Gedolim, letters from OU
mashgichim, reports of visits to OU-endorsed factories, etc.,
etc., filess which anyone who is genuinely interested may
inspect, but the essence of our findings, based on intensive
investigations, can be summarized as follows:

HALACHIC DECISIONS

1. The official halachic authority of the OU is the
Histadrus Harabonim, known as the R.C.A., which is

Monthly Report On Kosher Violators

Governor Hugh L. Carey has announced that the
Kosher Law Enforcement Division of the Dept. of
Agriculture & Markets will issue a monthly report
on kosher cases in which civil penalties of $200 or
more have been collected by the Dept. of Ag &
Mkts.. as well as a list of cases which have been
referred by the Dept. to the Attorney General's of-
fice.

The names appearing on the monthly report are
persons or companies who have been charged with
violations of the Kosher Labelling Laws. Since no
trial or hearing has been held, na inference of legal
guilt can be drawn.

Payment of a civil penalty does not constitute an
admission of guilt. Cases referred to the Attorney
General's office are subject to adjudication in

court.

The cases involved a variety of matters in which
the State has alleged violations of the labelling laws
concerning offering for sale of non-kosher products
for kosher: use of non-kosher products by food es-
tablishments represented as kosher.

Comm. of Ag & Mkts, J. Roger Barber, stated
that the level of civil penalties will reflect the
seriousness of the violations alleged and the
amount of penalty also depends upon a defendants
prior record of compliance or non compliance of
the law,

This is in response to your May 31 telephone request for information on
lactose processing, dairy starters, and fruit waxes.

We are pleased to forward under separate cover Proceedings of the Whey
Products Conferences. These describe some of the most recent processing
technology of whey, a byproduct of cheese manufacture. The lactose normally
used in foods and other edible purposes is usually obtained from the whey.
Also, we have enclosed a list of companies supplying lactose to the food
industry.

As you know, surface coatings, mostly waxes are applied to certain fruits

and vegetables primarily to reduce moisture loss. This prevents shriveiling,
wilting and in some cases improves sales appeal. Waxing is at best a useful
adjunct to good handling, it cannot improve the quality of inferior produce.
Sprout inhibitors may be incorporated into waxes. The addition of dyes to
wax, principally to enhance color is now prohibited or restricted by law.

The formulations of these waxes are mostly proprictary, but generally contain
some combination of carnauba wax, beeswax, or paraffin and emulsifiers. A
list of companies supplying wax to the industry is enclosed.

Fermented milk p roducts normally include cheese, sour cream, buttermilk and
yogurt. Dairy starters used in the production of these products are cultures
of harmless, active bacteria, normally grown in milk or whey, which are used
to impart certain characteristics and predictable qualities to various milk
products. The culture may be one strain of one species of microorganism,
called a single-strain culture, or a number of strains and/or species callcd
a multi-strain or mixed-strain culture. Starter cultures are generally lyo-
philized (freeze-dried) with milk components and distributed commercially in
the dry state, or are prepared frozen. There is a new type of starter being
sold which is added direct to the vat. These microorganisms are being sold
frozen in a very highly concentrated form. The formulations and processing
of these concentrates are mostly proprietary information. We do not know of
any additional suppliers of cultures other than those of which you are already
aware,

We hope this information will be helpful.

THE VAAD ANSWERS: One should not place his trust in people who,
for some reason, are negligent in their area of responsibility. Every Jew is
obligated to make certain that every morsel of food that enters his mouth is
100% kosher. A merchant generally checks the quality and price of the
merchandise he wishes to buy to make sure it is right; he does not rely on
the manufacturer no matter how reputable. If the consumer hears only a
remote hearsay report that a particular food contains red dye, cyclamates,
etc., he will refrain from eating that product; he does not rely on the word
of the vendor. A parent is careful with the formula or mixture the child is
to eat lest it contain some unhealthy ingredient or be found to be stale. The
consumer does not cry I couldn’t care less! Let them suffer the
punishment!* when his own health (or that of his loved ones) is at stake.
How much more so should one be careful of his soul, which must suffer
eternal punishment for each bite of unkosher food consumed in the course
of a lifetime.

(2) Since not everyone can go around checking, someone has to assume

this responsibility, which the creation of the Vaad fulfilled.

Lasher’s Rabbinical
Supervisory Bill Awaits
Governor’s Signature

The organization who super-
vises the preparation of any
product labeled ‘‘kosher’’ must
register with the state, under
legislation which has passed the

State Senate and Assembly and
awaits the Governor's signature.

Howard L. Lasher (D-L
Brooklyn), sponsor of the As-
sembly bill, said this law will help
consumers who follow the kosher
dietary law to make sure that a
product does conform to these
laws.

Assemblyman Lasher said he
has learned of products which list
fictional or deceased rabbis as
having supervised their prepara-
tion.

Under the new legislation,
manufacturers or producers must
register the name and current ad-
dress and telephone number of

who is supervising the Kashruth
with the State Department of
Agriculture and Markets.

The registration will be
directed by Rabbi Sholem Rubin,
director of the department’s Divi-
sion of Kosher Law Enforcement.
Assemblyman Lasher, was in-
formed by Rabbi Rubin that his
office is distributing registration
forms to the major producers and
these forms are available from
that office, at Two World Trade
Center, New York City.

The law will go into effect three
months after signing.

I live in Boro Park, and every time I go shopping in the
grocery or super market I see ““fruma’’ people buying Beech-
Nut baby foods, which I notice have no OU or other
endorsement. Are these baby foods kosher?

THE VAAD ANSWERS: Beech-Nut, Gerber and Heinz
baby foods are definitely not considered kosher, 45 by and
large they contain treife liver, chicken, beef, etc. Even the
pure vegetable or fruit baby foods are not kosher, as they are
cooked and prepared in the same treife utensils. Beech-Nut
does make some special production runs under OU
supervision, but, before those runs are commenced, the
machines have to be kashered. The product of those runs
bears an OU on the label. We can only attribute the
purchasing of unendorsed baby foods to mere ignorance or
apathy on the part of the consumer. We have written about
this. problem in four previous Madrich issues.

consumption. Your moral and financial support gives life
and impetus to our work and is the wellspring of our success.

The Vaad Hakashrus does not aspire to achieve financial
gain from its mammoth undertaking. The sacred conviction
that food produced for and consumed by a Jewish populace
must be kosher beyond a doubt is the only force which
motivates us to challenge what sometimes seems to be
unsurmountable odds and to forge ahead carrying the banner
of, and buttressed by, the Shulchan Aruch and the edicts of
rabbinical authorities. We know that a pure and sincere
incentive must stimulate positive action, and we are
heartened and encouraged by the results we have so far
accomplished.

But it is not enough that the already mindfully-religious
Jew is apprised of the outgrowth of our work; we want to
disseminate our work wherever Jewish people reside, to
guide them to beware of the pitfalls of mass production so
that their blood and soul and that which is transmitted to
their children will not be tainted by forbidden victuals.

While the impressive treasuries of other non-profit
enterprises boast expenditures for fundraisers’ salaries,
expense accounts, office personnel, etc., the Vaad operates at
an inenviable and unhealthy net loss. Because its total
revenues, which accrue only from subscriptions and
insubstantial contributions, must be allocated to defray the
expense of rent and for printing and mailing the Madrich,
there never remains a surplus for bare essentials such as
stationery, advertising, supplies, etc. The Vaad employs no
paid personnel; every writer, investigator, clerical assistant,
etc. is a volunteer. The Vaad does not wish to become a
business endeavor; it is profoundly gratified that its work is
“lishmoh *’ but it must subsist.

It is for this reason that we must appeal to our readers to
come to our assistance at this time for a three-fold purpose:

(1) advertising — We are certain that our dear readers will
agree that any reach-out effort requires publicity, but
advertisements in newspapers and journals are expensive.
Those who are willing to sponsor one or more of our
anticipated advertisements should mail their contribution
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It seems that the Orthodox producer, as well as the
consumer, would benefit by individual and concerted
consumer pressure for saner business practices to induce the
producer to ground his business on affordable and
competitive prices and not on exploitation of the kosher
market demand. The clamor of the Orthodox producers —
when the Madrich occasionally prints a favorable report on
products manufactured by non-Jews — that "'... and your
brother shall live among you...” (meaning that the
Orthodox consumer should support only the Orthodox
producer) should be redirected to the producer, who —
because of his unfair price hikes, does not make it possible
for ... and your brother (i.e. the consumer) shall live
among you. ..”

The real blame lies with the Shomer Shabbos grocer, who,
despite the fact that he usually pays no more for products
with a hechsher than he does for those without, seizes upon
the opportunity to extort excessive prices from the innocent,
religious customer, who feels frustratedly powerless to rebel.
(Although there may be some merit to the grocer’s assertion
that he is entitled to a higher return before Pesach because of
the overwhelming amount of work which the holiday
necessitates, there is no defense to the indiscriminate practice
of raising year-round prices on kosher essentials. Since
commercial manufacturers do not raise the grocers’ prices
before Pesach, the grocer should likewise maintain regular
prices or, at most, allow only a minimal mark-up for
Pesachdike foods).

This notice is a request on behalf of the public. To assure
that every Jew may have the opportunity to adhere to strict
standards of kashrus, we ask all producers and, in particular,
grocers to stabilize and control kosher food prices in order to
make them comparable with those of the market at large.

A TRIBUTE AND AN APPEAL
TO OUR READERS

You, as subscribers to the Madrich Lakashrus, and we, as
_ publishers, are united in a joint effort not only to halt the
current decline in kashrus standards but, also, to elevate the
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than 1/1000 of a cent more per article sold. Even considering
a steady mashgiach and smaller-scale sales, the price
difference per article would never exceed more than a few
cents at the most.

It isunfortunate that the retailers’ sharp boosting of prices
only woiks to create more leniency in kashrus among those
consumers who cannot or will not pay the increased costs.

We receive many letters from our readers, constantly
lamenting the steep differences in prices, sometimes 20-50%,
between products with a hechsher and those without. One
member recently sent us the following comparison:

We have questioned the Orthodox producers, and they
insist that their profit is minimal. They argue **small volume
and relatively high overhead”, creating an escalation in basic
cost price. But the unanswered question is, with the lucrative
market potential that a truly kosher product holds, why
hasn’t volume grown to a point where prices can be reduced?
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The following cases were set-
tled during the month of June

A violation was issued on
6/3/77 for allegedly mixing meat
dnd dairy products, and for im-

2. Lebourne Realties Corp., d/-
b/a Aladdin Hotel, Woodbourne
NY 12788, represented as a kosher
hotel was referred to the Attorney
General's Office to recover
amount of penalty recommended
for alleged violation of 7/3/77 for
the use of non-kosher ingredients
in preparation of kosher food.

CONSUMERS’ RIGHTS

Inasmuch as the Vaad is dedicated to fortifying kashrus in
every possible way, we feel it is our duty to promote fairness
in pricing so that consumers may purchase kosher products
at reasonable prices. There is no genuine justification for
exorbitant price differences between kosher and non-kosher
products.

Every Orthodox manufacturer, retailer or packer who
leads a Torah way of life is dutibound to keep kosher
products within the financial reach of the consumer. His
business growth should be based on quality, service and
competitive prices, and he should not capitalize on kashrus
for ever-increasing profits. An Orthodox businessman
should make commercialism the handimaid of business, not
its master.

It is interesting to note that large companies do not provide
hechsherim in order to profit, but only as an accommodation

to the consumer. According to studies made by these
companies, the added expense of retaining a mashgiach is less

If a current regulation is not
taken back shortly, labels on bakery
products will no longer be per-

mitted to say “‘baking powder” but
will have to state the chemical in-
gredients, such as sodium bicarbo-
nate, of this long-familiar product.

Would you want salt listed as
“sodium chloride™ and other com-
mon substances spelled out the same
way? If not, this is a “recall” we
should call for by writing the Food
and Drug Administration, Parklawn
Building, 5600 Fishers Lane, Rock-
ville, Md.

The Jewish commumuy has
been witnessing present-day
innovations with a feeling of
bewilderment.

ALBANY, — Assembiyman
Sheldon Silver (D-Manhattan)
Chairman of the Assembly Sub
Committee on Food Products, has
announced that legislation
amending the Agriculture and
Markets Law to require the dating
and washing of kosher poultry
which has not been soaked and
salted immediately after
slaughter passed in the Assembly.

The bill provides that such
poultry must have a tag or
plumba affixed which states the
date and time of day, either a.m.
or p.m., of slaughter and must be
washed in accordance with
orthodox Hebrew religious re-
quirements within 72 hours after
slaughter by a rabbi or a person
aythorized by him. The tag must
then legibly indicate the date and
time of day of each washing and
the person who performed the
washing. These washing require-
ments will not apply to poultry
which is continuously packed in
ice in containers which are suf-
freiently perforated to permit the
free flow of water out of the con-
tatners.

‘The existing Agriculture and
Markets Law requires that any
food product which is offered for
sale as kosher must, in fact, have
been prepared in accordance with
orthodox Hebrew religious re-
quirements. However, there are

no statutory provisions directly
addressed to the dating and handl-

ing.of kosher poultry as there are
to the dating and handling of
kosher meat.

Most kosher poultry sold in New
York is soaked and salted im-
mediately after slaughter and
bears a plumba or tag indicating
that fact. However, there is still a
significant quantity of poultry
sold in the state which is not
soaked and salted. It is estimated
that 60,000 to 100,000 pounds of
poultry is non-eviscerated
poultry, commonly known as
““New York dressed poultry.”

The consumer who purchases
this poultry has no way of know-
ing when the bird was-slaughtered
nor whether it has been washed
within the prescribed time.
Although it may be labeled or of-
fered for sale as kosher, neither
the consumer nor inspectors
responsible for enforcing truth-in-
labeling requirements have any
way of knowing if the ‘‘kosher”
representation is in fact true.

This bill will provide consumers
with essential information and as-
sist inspectors in removing mis-
labeled products from the chan-
nels of trade. Consumers pay
premium prices for kosher
poultry. To some degree these
prices reflect the additonal costs
which processors and handlers in-
cur by observing kosher
‘procedures. If those procedures
are not in fact observed, the mis-
representation of the product as
kosher is a serious consumer
fraud. This bill will provide an im-
portant protection against that
type of economic fraud.

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Perhaps most insidious is the large
body of imported foods available both
to the consumer and to industry. For
example, colorfully-wrapped candies
are available in almost every grocery
store in the land, and the countries of
manufacture are clearly printed on the
wrappers:  ltaly, Japan, Belgium,
France, England. Germany, and Den-
mark. These are the most common,
and never a trace of a hechsher on 99
percent of them, How can possible
problems in all those items be traced,
let alone solved?

As always in the past, the Jew
turns to his rabbi. Where a competent
mashgiach is in charge, we say none
need have further qualms; this is
indisputable. But even assuming the
impeccable integrity of every mash-
giach, assuming he truly supervises as
scrupulously as possible, what about
the definition of “competence”? Can
each mashgiach and rabbi be a scientist,
a legal jargonist, a food technologist?
Does the rabbi who is himself not
competent in these areas — does he
have access to unbiased professionals
in these fields?

The Mashgiach’s burden

Let us suppose that flour arrives
at a bakery after having been spun in a
centrifuge, and that all the insect eggs
therein were disintegrated. How was
this done? To what purpose? What is
the halachic status of this flour now?

A cereal manufacturer receives
from abroad a shipment of a chemical
used to lengthen shelf life. What is its
origin? What are its properties? Does
it have a stabilizing effect on the

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product in addition to its durability-
enhancing quality? May it be halachic-
ally ignored regardless of origin? Only
a properly informed rabbi can make
these decisions.

Gelatin is a product for which
heteirm from rabbis of past gener-
ations can be quoted. Does gelatin
production today follow the same
procedure as it did when those rabbis
made their decisions? Fact: modern
methods enable gelatin to be produced
without the total dehydration and
subsequent pulverization of bones and
skin of non-kosher animals. The
factors in its permissibility have been
altered.

Halachic sources are the natural
habitat of the mashgiach; chemistry
and food technology sources, the
province of the scientist. Are the
sources being suitably applied to the
technological situation of present-day
food production?

There is no turning back. In a
sophisticated civilization, even the
most industrious housewife, with even
the most available, skilled, and know-
ledgeable husband, cannot be in full
control of all that she puts on her
table. If she raises and he shechts
their own chickens, can she also mine
her own salt? When we are told that
ground pepper- can be falsified in a
dozen ways, it scems unarguable that
black-and-white categories are no
longer applicable to edible products.

Clearly then, today’s religious
consumer finds himself on the horns
of a dilemma. On the one hand,
determination of the halachic status of
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The Dilemmma of the Religious Consumer

composed of its own list of esoteric
ingredients. Stabilizers, emulsifiers,
oxides, glycerides — new ones are
discovered and new names coined
constantly. If appearance, shelf life, or
marketability can be enhanced by a
new component, it is immediately
accepted, be its origin animal, vege-
table, or unknown!

Further, the modemn age has seen
international trade grow to embrace
innumerable and unexpected products.
A finished food product manufactured
in one country may well contain
components originating in three or
more other countries. The government
of each country may control (or not! )
food processing in accordance with a
totally different set of laws.

Treif till proven kosher.

In the United States, it has been
apparent to the religious consumer for
some years now that everything is
treif until proven or certified kosher.
Diligent rescarch reveals that the U.S.
labeling laws, while stringent in certain
respects, constitute no assurance of
kashrus. For one thing, certain types
of food — ice cream, for example —
require no listing of ingredients at all,
though gelatin may well be among
them. For another, definitions of
terminology are specifically assigned
by the government. *“100% pure vege-
table shortening” may include up to 2%
animal fat according to law. “Non-
dairy” has a legal definition that has
nothing to do with halachic definitions,
much to the chagrin of the un-
informed. “Tuna” is a label permitted
on eleven different species of fish, of

which only four may be eaten by a
Jew. Ingredients which constitute
under 2% of the finished product need
not be listed at all. A prominent
kashrus authority in the U.S. tells a
harrowing tale of labeling legality:
One cookie manufacturer, upon
replacing all the vegetable shortening
in his factory with pure lard, had no
difficulty obtaining permission to use
up his old labels on products made
with the new recipe, though the labels
would last two more years!

Such information long ago led the
religious consumer in the U.S. to the
conclusion that rabbinical supervision
is the sine qua non for nearly all
processed foods entering his home.

Consumer awareness in Israel

In fisrael, consumer awareness of
this type of problem has been slower
to devleop. First, one assumes that
typically, a manufacturer in Israel has
at least a concept of kashrus. For
another, the freif animal is simply not
as readily available to industry here as
outside Israel. Unfortunately, even
granting complete truth to these
assumptions, stumbling-blocks are
legion., In Israel, as in all of the
industrialized world, the complexity
of the finished food product is the
core of the problem. What is the origin
of the artificial color listed on this
candy label? (A source for one red
color is dried insect bodies). Whence
this ever-present glyceride, acid, or
stearate? That sourmilk product taken
for granted by so many consumers —
how is the culture started? What addi-
tives does it contain?

TODAY'S intelligent, educated Jew,
in his effort to observe the mitzvos to
the best of his ability, faces obstacles
and challenges unknown to his grand-
parents. Perhaps the most frightening
and paradoxical of these is the
problem of kashrus in our time.

Housewife of an earlier age

The housewife of an carlier age
had little trouble keeping her kitchen
kosher. The stumbling-blocks were
known to all:

% Meat and fish' which did not
fulfill the well-known criteria of fins
and scales were avoided.

* Milk and its products — finite in
number — were kept separate from
meat and its products, as were utensils.

% Fruits and vegetables werc
checked for worms and insects; eggs
were checked for blood.

* Certain precautions — with
wine, baked goods, and milk and its
products — were taken to ensure a
distance between gentile and Jew.

# The Jew in Eretz Yisroel took
care to observe its specific mitzvos.

# On Pesach, similarly, the house-
wife could supervise the food she

brought into her home to ensure its
compliance with Halocha.

There were some additional points
of concern, certainly, but all would
agree that in a simpler age the prob-
lems were finite — black and white —
and a query brought to the neighbor-
hood rov could always be handled
with clarity.

At mercy of scientists

Slowly but inexorably, however,
the industrial revolution and ever-
progressing refinements in food tech-
nology have invaded (yes, invaded) our
kitchens. Today’s religious consumer,
as he (or she) will henceforth be
called, is at the mercy of a veritable
host of scientists — some are even
professional food ‘“‘counterfeiters” —
whose aims frequently clash with
those of Halocha.

For the convenience and variety
afforded us by the availability of
prepared foods, we pay a handsome
price indeed. It could almost be said
that the ingredients in edible products
on today’s market are infinite in
number. The artificial flavor in a
listing of ingredients may in tum be

Seek To Prohibit The
Identification And

Labeling Of Non-
Dairy Products Which
Contain Milk

A bill now pending before the
agriculture committee by As-
semblyman Howard L. Lasher
{D-Brouklyn), prohibits the label- .
ing of milk and cream substitutes
which contain milk as non-dairy
products.

The Assemblyman was quoted
as saying: At the present time,
there are companies producing
creamers and milk substitutes
who are printing on the label ‘non-
dairy creamer’ or 'mot-a dairy
products’ when, in fact, the

product contains a milk
derivative and is therefore dairy.
There is no provision in the law
which prevents them from doing
this. As a matter of fact, the law
now prohibits the advertising of
such articles without the words
‘not .a dairy product’ or ‘non
dairy’.”

L.asher explained that the
problem lies in the ingredient
Sodium Caseinate, which is com-
monly used in creamers, as being
a phosphor protein of milk
Although Jewish law states that
the product is a dairy product, the
N.Y. State law considers the
produ¢t as non-dairy.

Assemblyman Lasher further
defined Sodium Caseinate as be-
ing a product which is produced
when milk is curdled by rennet.
"It is obvious that the Sodium
Caseinate is a dairy product and
should be denoted as such.'
Besides prohibiting the use of
words non-dairy or not a dairy
product the bill also mandates
that the producer or manufac-
turer are lo place a capital ‘D"
on the label which will identify the
product as being dairy.

Hakashruth of
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Agudath Harabanim Issues Regulation
On Weddings In Non-Kosher Hotels

The office of Agudath
Harabanim has recently been
receiving deplorable reports con-
cerning various distortions which
occur by Kosher Caterers, es-
pecially by caterers who arrange

weddings in non-kosher hotels.

According to reports presented
by Rabbi Chaim. Yitzchak Pupko
and Rabbi Chaim Baruch
Faskowitz, there is a terrible dis-
order during the procedure of
koshering the kitchens and ves-
sels of non-kosher hotels, and
despite the fact that at every
engagement a ‘‘mashgiach” is
present, it is very far from a
guarantee for authentic Kashruth.

A special meeting of the Vaad
Agudath

Harabanim convened last week to
consider what actions to be taken
to insure that the koshering of the
kitchens and vessels should be at-
tended to with greatest precau-
tion, according to Halacha.

This problem was also discus-
sed at a meeting of the Ad-
ministrative Comm. After. long
deliberations, it was resolved
along with the approval of the
President, HaGaon Rav Moshe
Feinstein, to issue a regulation
which should sta:e explicitly that
the procedure of koshering, must
always be in the presence, besides
a “‘mashgiach’’, of a Rav who is
an expert in the laws of Hagalas
Keilim.

REGULATION FOR THE IMPROVEMENT OF KASHRUTH

After a thorough search and investigation of the procedures
being used in Hagalah and Libun of Trefa kitchens and ves-
sals in non-kosher hotels, even in the presence of o
“mashgiach’’, we have found in many cases that it is not be-
ing done according to Halacha. We therefore feel it is our
duty to establish the following regulation and thereby pre-
vent thousands of Jews from eating Trefa:

“IN ALL PLACES WHERE HAGALAH AND LIBUN ARE RE-
QUIRED, A RAV WHO IS AN EXPERT IN THE LAWS OF
HAGALAH AND LIBUN MUST BE PRESENT — FROM THE
BEGINNING UNTIL THE END OF THE PROCESS OF
HAGALAH".

We request and demand from all organizations and in-

dividuals who engage in Kashruth supervision that this

regulation be immediately enforced. Therefore, when a

“Mashgiach’’ is to be sent to supervise in Hagalah a Rav
who is an expert in Hagalah must also be present.

misled by the ‘non-dairy’ designa-
tion on the label”, said As-
semblyman Lasher.

7. Most poskim agree that kitniyos may be used for a sick
person on Pesach. However, it is preferable to consult a Rav to
determine the person’s circumstances as to its necessity.

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The correct approach to take is as follows;
A) If necessary, any medicine or vitamin that can be obtained
with a reliable hechsher (endorsement) and that can be used
effectively, should be bought.
B) Concerning those that don’t have hechsherim — (the vast
majority of medicines) — it is best to consult your Rav or the
Vaad Hakashrus which will try as best as possible to answer
and assist you.
C) However, if there is an immediate necessity to take the
medicine, and there is no time to inquire, the following factors
should rule:

1) Bitter, noxious, nauseating, or the like, uncoated tablets
or preparations, or Hard capsules, are usually permissible.

2) The addition of a bitter substance to the medicine
making it inedible, per say, usually makes it permissible to be
taken.

3) The swallowing of the medicine surrounded by a thin
piece of tissue paper usually makes it permissible to be taken.

4) In certain situations it is halachically permissable to be
Mevatel (to mix the item in a certain percentage of
permissible food) the medicine in a permissible liquid.
(Consult your Rav for the general criteria about Bitul).
However from a medical standpoint, not all tablets
(capsules) may be crushed and mixed.

5) In general, concerning Pesach, notes C) 1, 2 and 4 must
be done before Pesach at the time when it is still permissible
to use Chometz.

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KASHRUS & MEDICINE

Though one should not necessarily be machmir (prohibitne)
on health questions, yet, practical and halachic knowledge is
quite necessary for a proper approach to kashrus and
medicine.

As a general rule, the actual medicinal ingredient (the
“active ingredient”) is usually permitted, either due to its
source or due to its state of edibility and the like.

The inactive ingredients, “excipients”, “fillers”’, etc., are
often questionable with respect to kashrus. It is quite hard to
allow, on a general basis, the use of a true non-kosher edible
substance just because it contains within it a different
medicinal ingredient.

Let us just mention a few of the problems:

1) Wheat, rice and (or) corn starch are often used to form a
tablet or the powder in the capsule. (Pesach Shealo)

2) Lactose (which is a milk sugar) is often used in tablets and
capsule powders. (Eating after meat meals, Shealo. Cholov
Israel, Shealo)

3) Stearic acid, magnesium stearate, and (or) calcium
stearate — often of animal source derivation — are generally
used in tablet and capsule formulations. (Kashrus Shealo)
4) Both the hard & soft capsules, are made of gelatin, an
animal derivative. (Kashrus Shealo)

5) Gelatin (of animal origin) coatings are often used in tablet
formulations. Also (Kashrus Shealo)

6) Liquid medicines often contain alcohol. (Pesach Shealo)
7) Alcohol is often used in the process of production of tablets,
and capsule powders in sufficient quantities to warrarit
Pesach kashrus consideration. It is evaporated in the drying
process using a heated oven or the like. (Pesach Shealo)

8) Glycerine — often of animal derivative — is used in many
liquid preparations. It is also used in some tablets and in
many soft capsule formulations.

9) These are just some common problems. There are still some
other possible kashrus questions.

Vitamins, in general, are very problematic, both as pertaining
to Pesach and concerning year round kashrus.

Reason being, when the selling takes place in the U.S. (between
the Rav and the gentile) prohibition of chometz has already
taken effect in Eretz Israel. Therefore one should give the
chometz as a gift to another who will sell it here (in the U.S.) at
the proper time.

GENERAL LAWS CONCERNING PESACH

1. One should not use anything containing ethyl alcohol
on Pesach. (e.g. mouthwash, perfume, hairspray, deoderant.)

2.Maltose, an ingredient in medicine coatings, is
chometz

3. There need not be suspicion of chometz in aluminum
foil.

4. A dishwasher that is used all year round should not
be kashered.

5. One should seek special instruction on how to use
ovens for Pesach. Many halochos are connected in its use and a
reliable, Orthodox Rabbi should be consulted.

6. Dishes that were put away since last Pesach and it
was forgotten if they are milchig or fleishig, consult a reliable

Orthodox Rabbi.

7. It is permited to use starched clothing; however, a
tablecloth that is heavily starched should not be used on the
table.

8. Fruits that can be peeled should be peeled. Those that
cannot, must be thoroughly washed.

9. Plastic tablecloths may be used.

10. Commercially washed eggs can be used, but must be
in a pot that is set aside specifically for eggs.

11. Bleached nuts may be used.

12. Paper plates can be used for cold foods but not for
warm foods.

13. People with pets should not use or buy pet foods
during Pesach. Most of them ar- Chometz.
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before the time that all chometz must be burned at 10:35 A.M.

10. Porcelain, plasticware, teflon-coated utensils,
earthenware, or utensils that are pasted together, should not be
Kashered. It is proper to Kasher utensils only with the adive or
supervision of a competent Orthodox Rabbi.

11. Sinks, gas ranges, ovens, broilers and whiskey glas-
ses are extremely difficult to kasher and it is better not to at-
tempt kashering them. If it is absolutely necessary to kasher
them for use on Pesach, a competent Orthodox Rabbi should be
consulted as to the procedure.

12. An entire household who leaves its home before the
night of the 14th of Nissan(Erev Pesach) must make a Bedika
without a B'rocho the night before he leaves, )if he leaves after
Purim).

13. A person who makes a Bedika, both in his store and
in his home, may do so with one B'rocho if his train of thought
is not interrupted between them. If he must drive, or if he must:
come from far away by bus or train he must make a second
B’rocho.

14. If his store or factory is in a place where he can not
stay until night then he should make a Bedika in his store or
factory towards evening when it is still day without a B'rocho.
When making the Bekika in his home at night he should make
the Brocho.

15. If chometz is found on Yom-Tov it should be
covered in its place (where it was found). It has to be burned
without a Brocho on Chol-Hamoed.

SELLING CHOMETZ

1. Everyone should refrain from selling absolute
chometz. (chometz gomur).

2. Flour in the United States is chometz gomur.
3. Most vinegar in the United States is chometz gomur.

4. Store keepers and wholsalers are permitted to sell
chometz gomur.

5. One who travels to Eretz Israel should not leave a
third party to sell the chometz for him in the United States.
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IMPORTANT HALOCHOS FOR PESACH
According to Rabbi Moshe Stern-Debrecin

SEARCHING (BEDIKA) AND BURNING OF THE
CHOMETZ

1. The bedika should be conducted by the light of a
single candle, preferably a wax candle. In any event, one should
begin the bedika with a candle and not with a flashlight. In
places where it is impossible to check by candle one may check

by flashlight.

2. One should be careful not to place chometz gomur in
garbage cans that are in his yard, unless he is certain that they
will be taken out before the fifth hour on erev Pesach (10:35
AM.). If the garbage cans are in the public domain then it is
permitted to throw chometz in it since they are not in his
property.

3. It is proper to check the garbage cans after they have
been emptied if chometz gomur has been left behind. If indeed
there is some chometz stuck to the garbage can, one should
pour petroleum over it so it shouldn’t even be edible for a dog.

4. Dentures should be kashered in boiling water on erev
Pesach. If they will spoil in the process, then they should be left
in water for three days, changing the water every day. If one
cannot be without them for days then the dentures should be
left in water at least for one complete day. If this is also impos-
sible, do not eat chometz gomur for 3 days. It is proper to ask a
competent Orthodox Rabbi in this matter.

5. One should check the car for chometz. The seats
should be taken out and cleaned underneath. If it is impossible
one should check with his hands as far as possible under the
seats, since there is usually chometz there.

6. Pocketbooks should be checked. Perfume, lipstick
and the like should be removed.

7. ”"Benchers’’ that are used on the table all year-round
should be put away for Pesach.

8.Cuffs of trousers, children’s briefcases, carriages, and
talis bags should all be checked. Telephone receivers should be
unscrewed and cleaned. Radiators should be checked. These
places very often have chometz.

9. Do not forget to throw away the vacuum cleaner bag

This is in response to your recent letter concerning the applica-
tion of our equipment in the heating system for food processing.

Let me begin by stating that our firm is a supplier for equipment
to all sectors of the food industry - with special emphasis on
milk and cheese processing. The enclosed literature gives you an
idea of the type of equipment we manufacture.

In an effort to answer your questions fully, we will begin by
responding to your four points and then detail a typical system.

Which machines work with water and which with steam or both -
when heating or cooling, the product passes on one side of the
heat exchanger plates and the media on the other. The media
1s generally water and is either cooled by passing it through
an ice bank or heated by injecting steam. In the case of
regeneration, the media is the product itself. By using re-
generation, BTU's are conserved. Please refer to example.

Is the heating water or steam discharged or circulated - the
hot water set Is a totally enclosed system and all water is
recirculated. Generally, all excess condensate is returned to
the boiler.

(:)Is there a central heating system if when there are many
asteurlzers - 1n making cheese, there 1s generally only one
EoIIer and one H.T.S.T. (high temperature short time) pasteur-
izer. As a general rule, the capacity of the pasteurizer is
designed to fill a cheese vat in one hour or less. It should
be noted that steam is also required for heating in a cheese
vat.
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In the past decade, the world has seen a social upheaval
where most values have become distorted.

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FILMS ON JEWISH RELIGIOUS
OBSERVANCES

A short time ago a group of peo-
ple met at the hospitable home of
Jacques and Gila Schurre to view
a 22 minute sound and color film
“How to Kosher a Kitchen and
Why!"

Present were several persons
who had been associated with the
making of the film, including
Morris Anton, the director-
producer.

“It all began three years ago,”
Mr. Anton, a mild mannered soft-
spoken man in his forties, told
me. I was visiting Cleveland and
was invited for Shabbos by the
Nadvorner Rebbe, Rabbi Isaac
Rosenbaum.”

As soon as the Rebbetzin, Chana
Rosenbaum, heard that Anton
was a video tape editor for a
television network, she said to
him. “You are the man I have
been looking for for years.” She
told him that long ago she had
conceived the idea of producing a
film about the laws of Kashruth.
*“You are a religious man and you
know much about films — you
have to do something to translate
my idea into reality,” she said.

Anton smiled. “‘It's a good
idea," he said, “‘but ideas alone do
not make a film, you need money,
much money."

Yet he did not dismiss the idea
entirely. It continued to occupy
him long after he had returned to
New York. Eventually he began to
look for ways how to produce the
film with as little expense as pos-
sible.

He asked friends to collaborate.
There were Michael Isles, a sound
engineer, and Martin Green, a
film editor. Before long he had as-
sembled a complete crew, most of
whom were volunteers. They in-
cluded James Bu from Burma; he
was the chief cameraman.

Rebbetzin Chana Rosenbaum
too, of course, was involved in the
production.
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The shooting was done in two
locations, the Long Island home of
the Scholnick family and at a
Waldbaum supermarket. The
home scenes feature Rabbi
Solomon Kahane of the Thirty-
fourth Street Synagogue discuss-
ing the laws of Kashruth and
demonstrating the koshering of
utensils. At the supermarket,
Rabbi Abraham Lieberman is
shown explaining which products
need Kosher certification and
why. Both rabbis were chosen by
Anton and he could not have made
a better choice. They have plea-
sant voices and their comments
are precise and clear. Rabbi
Meyer H. Leifer of the Emunath

Israel congregation and the syn-
agogue’s choir provide some of
the musical background.

““Where did you take the equip-
ment from?”" I asked Anton.

“No, 1 borrowed some here
and some there,”” he answered
with a smile. ''People have been
kind to me. It's unbelievable how
little money we really spent.”

The film was purchased by the
Lubavitch Women's Organization.
It was shown at last year's Torah
Umesorah Convention and at
various synagogues and
educational institutions.

“Not long ago I received a
phone call from a man who told
me that his newly-married
daughter had seen the film and as
a result had decided to" keep a
Kosher home,” Anton told me.
“This is the real reward from my
work."'

‘‘There are numerous short
films of Jewish contents available
to Jewish organizations, schools
and synagogue groups. These are
films about Israel, Jewish
history, Jewish communities,
Jewish personalities — but there
is only one film which is designed
to teach Jews the practices of
their faith.

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Reminders for Erev Yom Tov

* Remove vacuum cleaning bag before Zman Habiur.

* Brush your teeth before the end of Zman Achilas Chometz.

* Haircuts and nailcuts must be done before ‘‘chatzos”
(midday).

* Close off, lock or tape all areas where the year-round
Chometz’'dika utensils are hidden.

* Be sure that all your new dishes or utensils are Toiveld. [There
is no danger or damage in immersion of electrical appliances,
provided they are not used for a period of 24-36 hours after
the tvilla]

SMALL PLANTS

Bakeries, restaurants, caterers—All such small scale
business must be under continuous supervision. Numerous
deliveries are received by such establishments daily. Formulas
and ingredients can be changed at the owner’s or cook’s discre-
tion. Nothing but his conscience and or quest for profit dictates
to the proprietor what comes into, and goes on in his establish-
ment. He can buy anything from anywhere and even change
labels without anyone being the wiser.

On the other hand, in a large scale operation, it is quite
hard to conceal anything. Raw materials are delivered by the
trailer load. Formulas and processes are preprescribed and are
not subject to sudden change. In many large businesses, weekly
inspections may give a fair idea of what goes on. The owner
does not introduce sudden changes. The employees have no in-
terest in changing the production.

We visited restaurants and bakeries which were under
hashgacha, and found them using products which do not meet
the Rav Hamachshir’s specifications.

We have witnessed a delivery of cookies, under cover of
night, to a bakery with a hechsher. These cookies are not ac-
cepted by many segments ot the public and do not meet the
standards of the mashgiach. Nevertheless, the baker sold them
as if they were of his own baking. Another baker was observed
as he removed the label from a shipment of cheese to conceal its
origin from the mashgiach. It is essential for an owner-operated
business to have a mashgiach Tmidi on the premises at all
times.

PESACH’DIGE NOTES

There are some Rabbis who permit the use of oils and
syrups from “Kitniyos” on Pesach, soya or its derivative
Lecithin; corn oil and corn syrup. There are several companies
who use Lecithin in Pesachiga products and list it in the
ingredient as an Emulsifier without mentioning Lecithin. They
use corn syrup and list it as Glucose.

Most Israeli candies and chocolates under the Hashgocho of
the Chief Rabbinate or other local Rabbis all contain the above
ingredients. Remember a Kosher L'Pesach label is never
sufficient.

Most commercial pet food for fish or birds are Chometz
“Be’en”’. Choose a substitute.

Some arts & craft projects involve Chometz “Be’en” (actual
Chometz) e.g. painted macaroni, wheat flowers, painted grains.

Practical Approach: To remove baked on Chometz from
pans or pots, place it over a flame or torch thereby transforming
the Chometz to charcoal.

Any new plastic table cloth may be used. Supervision
(Hashgocha) is not necessary.

Rings should be thoroughly cleaned with ammonia before

Pesach.
Brown sugar has yeast.

Flour should be considered real Chometz according to the
p’sak of The Debretziner Rov x”v%w: (Some refrain from selling
Chometz Be'en).

Yeast - Fleischmann, Budweisser, Red Star are not made
from Chometz Be’en -

Dishwashing detergents use alcohol.
Vinegar - even from cider may be Chometz.
Salt iodized could be Chometz.

Any item that has a sugar ingredient may be from corn
syrup (Kitniyos).

Don'’t forget to clean your telephone receiver in the kitchen
(unscrew mouthpiece).

Refrain from buying goodies or any food which are not an
absolute necessity. Remember “in Pesach Misht Men Zich
Nisht””. This applies to the baker, manufacturer, packer, etc.

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5. One should swallow the two k’'zaysim at once. At any
rate, the 2 k’zaysim should be eaten within 2 minutes.

6. A hand matzoh contains 3 small k’zaysim or 2 large

k’zaysin. One machine matzoh contains 2 small k’zaysim and
no more.

7. One who cannot eat matzoh or morror should still
recite the brocho, "’ Asher Gealanu...to eat matzoh and morror.”’

MORROR

1. The best morror to use is Romaine lettuce. It should
be inspected at least 2 or 3 times for worms. If possible, it is best
to eat only the white stalks in the middle, rather than the leaves.

2. People who are inexperienced in the inspection of let-
tuce should use horseradishes to fulfill their requirements. En-
dives may also be used.

SHULCHAN ORECH-SETTING THE TABLE

1. Many have acustom not to eat fish on Pesach. These
that do eat fish should buy live fish.

AFIKOMEN

1. Two K’zaysim should preferably be eaten. Extra mat-
zoh may be used in addition to the afikomen piece. At least one
k’zayis must be eaten, but it is preferable to eat two k’zaysim.

2. Women are also required to fulfill this mitzvah.
3. The Afikomen should be eaten while reclining.

AP P
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HAGADA

1. There is a custom that only one of the sons recites the
“’Ma Nishtana.”” According to another custom, all children even
grandchildred ask. By some, the head of the household repeats
the ’“Ma Nishtana.” Everyone should follow the customs of his
father.

2. The Hagadah should be translated to those who do
not understand Hebrew in order to fulfill their obligation.

3. It is a mitzvah to elaborate on the ten miracles that oc-
cured to our forefathers at the crossing of the Red Sea.

4. It is a mitzvah to speak of Hashem’s Graciousness to
his father, grandfather and family. Those that were in con-
centration camps and were saved should speak about Hashem’s
Graciousness to them.

5. Just as each person must envision himself as if he had
gone out of Egypt, so too must he see himself as previously
having been an idolator and will begin to serve Hashem this
night with all the mitzvos appropriate for this night.

MATZOH

1. One should say Rochtzo, Moitzee Matzoh before
netilas yadaim so as not to interrupt the interval between
“retilas yedaim’’ and ‘"hamotzee.”

2. It is best to have in mind the Leshem Yichud before
eating the matzoh. Those that recite it out loud may do so.

3. One should prepare extra matzoh in order to dis-
tribute and complete the two (2) K'zaysim for all.

4. The person conducting the seder should pick all 3
matzohs in his hands (without the seder plate) and make the
B'rocho Ha-Motzi. He then passes to each person, "2
k'zaysim’’ of matzoh. (A k’zayis is the size of an olive.) They all
make the b'rocho ””All Achilas Matzoh’’ and put the 2 k’zaysim
of Matzoh into the mouth at once.
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5. If one must add water to the grape juice there should
not be more than one third water and at least two thirds grape
juice.

6. A person who for reasons of health cannot drink wine
may fulfill the obligation with grape juice.

7. Children should not be allowed to drink the wine
through a straw.

8. It is permissible to drink coffee between the 1st and
2nd cups of wine, in order to stay awake for the entire seder.

9. The head of the household should himself take the
honor of pouring the Kos Shel Eliyahu.

10. According to some minhagim, a little wine from the

“’Kos Shel Eliyahu” is poured into the cup of each participant at
the seder.

11. There are those that fill the Kos Shel Eliyahu before
Kiddush; however, most follow the custom of filling it after
“benching”.

KIDDUSH

1. One should be careful to bear in mind that kiddush is
the first of the "“Arba Kosos.”

2. One should have pertinent thoughts before kiddush
since during Kiddush we stand witness to the Creator, and
proper witness must first undergo repentence.

3. Everyone, man or woman should say kiddush for
himself.

4. If a woman makes a “’shehechayanu’” when lighting
candles, she should not repeat it at kiddush. She may, however,
answer “omain”’ to her husband’s shehechayanu.

5. At the time of “’shehechayanu’ everyone should bear
in mind all the mitzvahs of the seder night.
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PREPARING FOR THE SEDER

1. The head of the household, wife or children and not
others, if possible should set the table for the Seder.

2. At teast two candles should be lit that will burn the
duration of the Seder.

3. Two tablecloths should be placed on the table.

4. Both the tablecloth and the matzo cover should be
white and not colored.

5. The 3 matzos should not be placed directly on top of
each other rather a cloth should be placed between them. The
new matzo trays which have a separate compartment for each
matzo may be used. It is preferable to use a white cloth covering
the matzos. These matzo trays must be toiviled before use.

6. All 3 matzos should be whole. If one of them breaks
the broken one should be used for the 2nd matzo.

7. Married sons and sons-in law each should have 3
matzos and afikomen. They may rely on the head of the
household for the Kaara.

8. If using small radishes for Karpas, be sure to cut off a
small piece from the top or from the root, thereby eliminating
the question of an after brocho (even if it is less than a kezayes).

The “ARBO KOSOS"’-four cups of wine at the Seder

1. One should drink more than half of the cup at one
time. It is preferable to drink the entire cup. One should drink
the entire cup in less than 10 seconds. If this is impossible,
one’s obligation is fulfilled if he drinks it within 2 minutes,
(Bedeavid only).

2. The accepted amount for the seder cup should not be
less than 3 and one third oz. A stricter shiur (amount) is 6 and
two thirds oz. 4 and one half oz. and 5 and five sixth oz. are
also established amounts according to various poskim.

3. If possible one should drink A cup of 3and one
third oz. of wine (grape juice).
4. It is better to drink a smaller shiur of wine than a
larger one of grape juice.
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IMPORTANT HALOCHOS FOR PESACH
According to Rabbi Moshe Stern-Debrecin

ERUV TAVSHILIN

This year, since the second day of
Pesach occurs on Friday, the Eruv
Tavshilin procedure must be followed
on Wednesday, April 11, in order

to be permitted to prepare food on
Yom Tov (Friday) for the Shabbos.

EREV PESACH

1. A first-born son (bechor) is required to fast on Erev
Pesach. Today the custom is to partake of a ““seudas siyum
mesechta’” (feast of finishing a tractate) and the bechor does not
fast.

2. Both a bechor of the father (who married a woman
with children, but he himself had been childless) and a bechor
of the mother (she had not had children, while the husband had
children by a previous marriage) are required to fast.

3. A bechor born by cesarean section does not have to
fast. However, it is recommended that he partake of a seudas
siyum mesechta. ‘

4. The bechorim of Kohanim and Leviim have to fast,
too.

5. A bechor born after a miscarriage should certainly
fast; however, one born after a child who died within 30 days
does not have to fast.

6. A father fasts for his son (a bechor) until the child
becomes thirteen. If the father is also a bechor, then the mother
should fast. Being that today we rely on the seudas mitzvah, the
boy should partake of the meal as this is the custom.

7. A pregnant woman, a woman who is within 30 days
after childbirth, or a nursing mother don’t have to fast for the
son, a bechor, even it the father is a bechor and is fasting for
himself.

8. For an infant born within 30 days of Pesach it is
preferable that the father partake in a seudas mitzvah.

9. Likewise, it is preferable for a father to eat by a seudas
mitzvah for a child born after midnight of erev Pesach.

10. It is forbidden to drink wine after the tenth hour
from sunrise erev Pesach.

VODKA MADE FROM GRAPES

Vodka made from Thompson seedless grapes is
the newest twist in alcohol beverages,

Guild Wincrets & Distilleries made  this an-
nouncement when they catled @ press conference
in Sacramento to introduce Silverado California
Vodka.

Robert M. Ivie, president of Guild Winerics &
Disdlleries of Sun Francisco, announced changing
the dictionary definition of vodka and winning
2o-month struggle with the Bureau of Alcohol,
Tobacco and Fircarms.

“Webster's THrd New International Dictionary
{1971 calls vouka 1 colorless and unaged liguor
of nentral spirits. disiilled from o mash of ryve or
wheat. Silverido has brouglt grape to vodka,”
declured Ivic.

Ivie noted the tremendous growth of vodKi's
popularity in the nation.

By 1955 0t represented ontv 3.4 pereent of the
total distilled spirits narketed here. List vedar 28,0
million cases of vodia were purchased by Ameri-
Gitns, representing more than 20 pereent of all
the distilled spirit. sald o the country,

“Yesterday vou could buy it from Russia, Po-
Lmd. England, Asstria,. Hollimd. Finland, Den
mark or America. made from potatoes or grain,
Now, vodka drinkers have the epportunity to cn-
jov it made from Calitornin gripes,” Tvie said.

Ivie said that narural grape vodka is four times
more costly ta produce than traditonal geain vod-
kus. He pointed cut that Silverado possesses a

singular richness and  quality which could be

“Creamer’’ Bill
Passes Both Houses

A bill to clarify the misleading
label ‘‘non-dairy product’ or
“non-dairy creamer’’ on dairy
substitutes that do contain milk or
cream, written and sponsored by
Assemblyman Howard L. Lasher
(D-L Brooklyn), has passed both
houses of the Legislature and now
awaits signing by Governor
Carey.

Assemblyman Lasher said, “At
present, some producers of cream
and milk substitutes are printing
“non-dairy creamer” or ‘‘not a
dairy product’’ on the label when,
in fact, the product contains a
milk derivative, and is therefore
dairy according to Jewish Law.
No provision of the law prevents
them from doing this — in fact,
the law (n some states now

prohibits the advertising of such
products without the words ‘not a
dairy product’ or ‘non-dairy.’ *

The problem is that sodium
caseinate, commonly used in
cream, is a phosphoprotein of
milk, Although Jewish Law states
that the product is dairy, New
York State law considers it non-
dairy.

Assemblyman Lasher further
stated that sodium caseinate is
produced when milk is curdled by
rennet. ‘‘It is obvious that sodium
caseinate is a dairy product and
should be denoted as such.”

*‘Many times, I have gone into
homes where, after a meat meal,
people would serve coffee with a
‘non-dairy creamer’ which con-
tained sodivm caseinate. I would
then have to explain to these peo-

ple that the creamer is dairy and
set forth the reasons."’

The bill provides that when a
milk derivative is used, the words
‘“‘derived from a milk byproduct"’
must be stated after the ingredient,
‘The only exception is granted
when the product is under Rab-
binical supervision and is marked
as being dairy together with the
Rabbinical designation.

“This bill is most important to
religious Jews who adhere to the
Kosher Dietary Laws and are
misled by the ‘non-dairy’ designa-
tion on the label.”’

However, Assemblyman Lasher
also said that this bill will aid
those people who are on dairy-
free diets and must abstain from
any milk or dairy derivative.

Silver-Connor Kosher
Food Labeling Bill
Passes Legislature

ALBANY, N.Y.-Assemblyman
Sheldon Silver (D-Manhattan) and
Senator Martin.Connor (D-
Brooklyn, Manhattan) announced
that their bill to protect con-
sumers of Kosher food products
has passed both houses of the New
York State Legislature. The bill
will increase the types of mark-
ings of Kosher food products
which must have special cer-

tification registered with the
State Department of Agriculture
and Markets.

Under current law, food proces-
sors who use the leiters K’ or
“KP’’ must register the name and
address of the certifying rabbi or
organization with the Department
of Agriculture and Markets. As-
semblyman Silver and Senator
Connor's bill will add any foed in
packages which are marked “‘rab-
binical supervision,”” “"KM,” or

‘KOS to identify products as
Kosher o1 Keslier for Passover.

*Until now,” Senator Connor
explained, ‘*‘food packers have
been able to use these terms
without any certifying require-
ment from an ordained rabbi.”

“‘Consumers of Kosher food,”
Assemblyman Silver elaborated,
“will soon be able to buy products
carrying these markings with the
knowledge that they are protected
under the law."”

The bill has been sent to the
Governor, and is expected to be
signed shortly. It will become law
on January 1, 1980.
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Answer :

The majority of margarines contain some form of milk
(Cholov Acum). In addition they contain. oils, fats,
emulsifier, stabilizers, glycerides. Needless to say "strict
supervision”’ is a necessity.

The pareve problem is a real confusion. There are
some margarines which are pareve even though there is no
mention of it on the product. To avoid “micsholim” stick
to your rule.

The same yardstick should be used on so called “non
dairy” creamers and imitation sour cream. They actually are
dairy, but not a natural dairy product.

The kashrus organizations, OU, OK etc. claim that
these problems are beyond their control, some companies
would not print any lettering “dairy” or “pareve’; not to
provoke the public. (A mere symbol is not so noticeable).
They usually just note in their kashrus directories that this
product is dairy.

The time is ripe for the organizations and /or
supervisors to adapt a healthier attitude and® comprehend
the ““michsholim” involved as a result of this so called
labeling neglect.

A stronger stand and henceforth stricter measures are
definitely needed. The directory product listing (as milichig)
does not help the cunsumer in the store.

Please explain why pickles need a hechsher. . .

Answer:

Essential oils such as tumeric or pepper cream are often
added to the pickling brine. Since the oil is insoluble in
other liquid it has to be blended with Polysorbate 80 which
are processed from fatty acid (animal or vegetable). The
glycerides are a basic ingredient used as an emulsifier.

These spices might possibly be added to prepared
mustard, too. All products containig tumeric or pepper
cream should not be used unless it is propery endorsed.

In addition, pickles contain vinegar which require
supervision (it might be wine vinegar or at best made in the
same utensils as wine vinegar).

Dear Editors:

. Important note to the readers of the Madrich. I
have found out that not all Mazola margarine are pareve.
There is no indication what so ever that it is milchig. It has
the same OU symbol as the pareve type. I guess if there is
no pareve symbol we have to assume it is not pareve. I
learned the hard way after using a milchig margarine as
pareve ... Some diet margarines have an OU pareve on the
outer master box but not on each tub of margarine.

5. Earthenware pots or china-ware which are covered with
lead require immersion, but no blessing is said before im-
mersing then.

6. One is not allowed to immerse utensils on Sabbaths or
holidays.

THi PROHIBITION OF WORMS AND INSECTS

1. There are four species of locusts which the Torah per-
mits for food. Bui all other worms or insecls, such as ants,
bees, fiies, and the like, ave forbidden.

2. For this reason any foodstuff or drink which might con-
tain worms, must first be carefully inspected for worms ot
worms’ eggs. All worms or worms’ eggs must be removed
and if it 15 not possible to remove them all, then the whole
food or drink is forbidden.

3. Worms and insects are ofien to be found in figs, dry
dates, plums, apricots and apples, and nats. Oranges and
grave fruits have worns at the end of the season. Flour
which is not fresh needs careful sifting. Lettuce and
cabbage require careful inspection. Lentils, beans and peas
require inspection — every one which bas a hole should be
removed. Old Matzah requivcs inspection. One mus! be

12, Two friends or acquaintances may not sit at the same
table if one of them eats milk food and the other meat-food,

15, If pots and pans, normally wused for meat dishes,
have accidentally been used for mitk foods (or tice-versa).
then the food cooked or fried in them is completely for-
bidden, and the utensii canno: be nsed for any cooking or
frying until, “kashered” as directed by a competent Rabbi.
However the utensil may in the meantime be used for
storing cold and dsy fruits and vegetables.

14. If cold milk falls into a boiling pot of meat-soup. or
cold nieat falls into a boiling pot of milk, or boiling meat
falls into cold milk, or hot milk falls on cold meat, or both
the meat and the milk are boiling — then in each of these
cases a competent Rabbi must be consulted.

15. If a drop of milk, whether hot or cold, falls on the
outside of a pot of boiling meat, or falls on its lid, or
similarly, if a drop of meat soup or gravy fails on the side
or lid of a pot of hot milk. then tco s competent Rabbi
munst be consulted.

16. If a milk spoon or fork was accidentally put into hot
meat, whether in the pot or on the plate. or if a vieat spoon
or fork was accidentally put inio hot milk, or the wion g lid
was put on the pot, if the food is warm then a competent
Rabbi must be consulted. If everything was cold then one
need only wash off the spociu. or fork.

8. But if one eats meal or meat-foods, then one niust iwait
six houis before eating milk foods, because of the particies
of meat in ond’s tecth and the taste in one’s mouth. Otheis
wail only thice or four howrs. In this respect everyone
should follow the customs of bis parents.

9. If one eats hard cheese or yellow cheese, one must wait,
before cating meat foods, the sanre period of time that oie
normally waits between meat and nulk. For the taste of
hard or yellow cheese remains in the mouth for as long a
peiiod of iime as the tasie of meat.

10. It is permitied 10 cat milk foods immediately after
eating food cooked i pots usually used for meat, but in
which there was no meat at all.

11.  Although it is dlowed io eat meat immediately after
all milk foods excepi hard or yellow cheese. one is not

per;m!lm’ to cat milg and meat as part of one and the same
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But if the meat was soaked in water during the three days,
one 15 perntted 1o salt and cook it even after the thres day
period.

3. The teats of an animal may not be salted, but must he
cut open cross-wise and then broiled crer the fire.

4. The milt of ar animal is salted just like ordinary
meat, except that before soakiy & and salting, the skin. which
is forbidden because of it fat. should be remored. It is also
neceiiary to remove the sinews by drawwing the main sineu
out together with the three accompanying threads. Care
should be taken not to tear any of the threads, for if a
portion is left inside the milt. it must be cut out with a knife.

BLOOD IN EGGs

L. If a spot of blood is found in an egg, whether on the
white or the yellow, the whole egg 15 forbidden.

2. If two eggs are boiled together and u spot of blood is
found in one of them, then both eggs and the pot become
forbidden. But if three eggs are boiled together und a spot
of blood is found in one of them, the remaining 1o are
permitted, '

3. Boiled eggs may be eaten 1without /)az‘iug been
mspected for a blood-spot. :ior is one obliged to inspect
any egg which one is about to use, for most eggs hare no
blood in them. Nevertheless if the ezg is opened before
use, it is customary to see whether there is blood-spot or
not, if there is sufficient Light.

THE MIXING OF MEAT AND MILK

L. The mixing of meat and niilk is forbidden by the Torah.
Not only the eating of milk and meat rogether, but eren
cooking them together is forbidden. If cooked together,
whether on purpose oi by accident, the product is forbidden
for any use. One may riot sell it to a nou-few or give it (o
him as a present; nor may one derive any benefit frous it,
or make any use of it. It must sim ply be destroyed.

2. A pot or utensil which has absorbed 4 taste of wmilk and
meat together is also forbidden. Thus a pot which has been
used 1o cook milk, butter, cheesc, or the like or in which itk
has stood for twenty-fous hours, may not be used for a
meat-dish. For the milh-taste in the pot will enter the nie.at-

3. The heart should be cut open first, and its blood re-
moved before soaking and salting.

4. The lung shoild also be cut open before salting and
the large veins should be open:d.

5. Eggs found inside a hen, even if completely formed,
hould be soaked and salted as if they were meat. However
they should be left with the salt on by themselves and not
rogether with the meat.

THE KASHERING OF LIVER

1. The liver of an arimal or fowl contains blood i large
qiantities and salting is therefore insufficient to prepare it
for cooking. To prepare it for cooking or eating, the liver
should be grilled over a fire or on red-ho. coals.

2. Before grilling, ihe liver should be cut or perforated.
and wash:d well in water. Thereafter it should be placed
on the fire and sprinkled with salt while broiling. If salted
before being placed on the fire, care should be taken not 1o
leave it with its salt on it — it should immediately be put
on the fire.

3. One 15 rot allowed to grill the liver while it 1s wrapped
i paper ot something similar. The liver has to be directly
on the iz, which draws the blood jrom it while it broils.

4. It is forbidden to salt the liver and leave it lying in its
salt for a long time. 1t is all the more forbidden to leave a
salted liver lying alongside salted meat. If this is done, a
competent Rabbi should be consulted.

5. If the liver has been properly broiled, it may be cooked
in a pot rogeiher with other meat. :

6. Que shouid not broil liver together with meat or fowl.

VARIOUS LAWS CONCERNING SALTING

1. Meat that has not yet been salted should not be put in
a place where there might be some salt lying around. For
salting makes the meat kosher for cooking only if properly
done.

o

2. Meat left unsaled for three days may no longer be
calted and ccoked, and mayonly be eaten after being broiled.
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easily on to the ground, and not be contained at any point.
{1 salting a chicken, hollow parts should he left with the
hollow downwards so that the blood may flow freely.

17. After the meat has been left wiih the salt on it for
the appointed time, the salt should be shaker off the mea
and completely removed., and thereafter the meat should
be washed thoroughly three times. Before the salt has been
washed off, it is forbidden to place this meat into an

empty pot.

18. In cdlting a fowl, care should be taken to remorve the

bead before soaking and salting. If salting took place with-
0’ g g o

out remezal of the head. the matter should be referred to a

com: peteirt Rabbi.

19. The head of an animal or fowl should be cut open
before soaking, and the brain should be first remored. The
skin surrounding the brain should be tosn and the brain
soaked and salted on its oun. If this has not been done,
the matter should be refcrred to a competent Rabbi.

20. The head may be salted even though its hair is not
remowved.

21. It is customary to pass a small fire over the flesh of
the fowl, after the feathers have been plucked, in order
to burn off the thin hairs which remain. One should be
careful to leave the fowl over the fire only a very short
time, so that the fowl itself is not heated before being
salted. Immediately after taking the fow! out of the fire
it shounid be moved here and there in the wind in order
to cool the skin.

22. Cne should break he wing of the fowl silightly.
50 that the blood can flow out at the time of salting.

SALTING OF BONES, TEET AND HEART

1. The bones attached to the meat are salted together with
the meat; but once ihey have been separated from the meat
they should be salted separately, and not be placed next to
the meat with salt on.

2. The hooves should be removed from animals' feet be-
foie soaking and salting. The feet may be salted with the
hair stifl attached.
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7. Meat which bas been left spaking i1 water for rwesty-
four hours is forbidden ard can no longer be "'kashered.”
The pot in whick the meat has been soaked is also for-
bidden.

8. If liver has been left soaking in water for twenty-four
houss, then the case should be referred to a con: petent rabbi.

9. Frozen meat must first be warmed a little so as 1o wun-
freeze all the meat before soaking. but the meat should not
Le warmed in an vven or stove.

10. The pot habitually used for soaking meat is not used
fos any oilier food. But a pot used only once for this purpose
can be washed out thoroughly and used for novial purposes.

1. After soaking the meat in water for haif an hour, it
should be vemoved and placed upon a special board or
wtensil, which is set aside for salting meat. In order fo
preven: the salt from being dissolved innmediately, during
salting, by the water on 15 surjace, the nieat should be set
aside for a little while to erable the water to drip off.

12, The salt used for salting shouid not be fine like flonr
for then it will dissolve immediately and not serve 1o draw
the bicod out of the meat. It should also not be too rough,
for then it will fall off the meat. It should thus be of
medium size.

13, Sprinkle the salt on ail the pieces of meat jrom all
sides in order that no piace should remain unsalted. When
salting a fouwl, it shonld first be opened in such a way as to
enabie the inside to be salted thoroughly as well.

14. When salting meat at night care should be taken to
leate 1o spot unsalted. A bright light stould therefore be
used.

15.  The meat should be left with the salt on it for awhole
hour. On the eve of Sabbath, if one is pressed for time,
twenty four minutes is sufficient (or even cightcen minutes,

ccording 1o some anthoriiies). Similarly, wwhen pressed for
time, one may shorten the period of soaking in water before
salting, provided that onc swashes the meat and rubs it well
with water before soaking.

16, The board on which the meat is left with the salt on
it, should be placed at a slant so that the blood can flow
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But our imitation of other pcoples, though it be meant as
flattery, never has led them to love us the more. Their hatred of
us 1s complex and deep-rooted, rocted in the historic destiny of
the human race. We cannot rely on their mercy, and we must not
separate from our tradition in a vain attempt to win their favor
through our disunity.

The Torah, in warning us against eating forbidden foods, implies
threc dire consequences: “Neither shall ve maké vourselves un-
clean with them, that ye should be defiled thereby” (Leviticus ).
Forbidden foods defile those that consume them. They cause us
to lose the capacity to distinguish between good and ‘evil. And,
in the end, they lead to the loss of Jewish identity.

CONCERNING THE PROHIBITION OF BLOOD

1. Onlythe blood of animals, beasts and fowl is forbidden.
The blood of fish and locusts is permitted.

2. Blood absorbed into the flesh of animals, beasts and
fowl, which does not flow out of the flesh is permitted, but
if the. blood can flow out of the flesh, then it is forbidden.

3. For this reason ore may not cook meat unless one first
removes all the blood which is likely to flow ont of the
meat during cooking. This blood should be removed by
sprinkling the meat with salt. The following is the pro-
cedure of salting:

4. Wash the meat well with water in order to remove all
the bloed on its surface, and then soak the meat in water
for bhalf-an-hour. Care should be taken that the meat be
thoroughly submerged in the water and that the water
covers the meat from all sides.

S. The wound on the neck where the foui has been
slaughtered, and similarly any spot on the cusface of the
meat where the blood has bardened, should be thoroughly
rubbed before soaking in order to remove the blood com-
pletely. And if there is a spot where the blood has collected
in the flesh because of a blow or a wound then this spot
siould be cut and the blood removed before soaking.
Removing the blood with water is not sufficient in this case.

6. Water which is very cold is unsuitable for soaking meat.
It should be slightly warm before soaking.
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ONE TABLE FOR ALL ISRAEL.

The Torah speaks of the distinctivencss of Israel, as reflected in
the many practices that sct us apart from other peoples. The
difference between our table and theirs is one of the greatest
importance. Throughout the generations our people have been so
convinced of the importance of kashruth that cven the poorest and
hungriest have disdained the most lavish meals where the food
was not kosher. Shall we now allow scparation between Jewish
parents and children, between brothers and brothers, at our tabies
by some of us not practicing kashruth while others do?

Scripture says: “For I am the Lord that brought you up out of
the land of Egypt, to be your God; ye shall therefore be holy, for
I am holy.” (Leviticus 11.) On this the sages commented: “God
said, ‘T brought you up out of the land of Egypt only on condition
that vou accept the yoke of My commandments. For whosocver
acknowledges that yoke also acknowledges the exodus from Egypt,
and whosoever rejects that yoke, rejects the exodus from Egypt.
“To be your God’ — whether you consent or not. ‘For I am holy’
—as I am holy and separate, so shall you be holy and separate.’ "
(Sifra Shemini 110.)

Liberation from the oppression of other peoples and rejection of
the yoke of God's commandments are two ends of the same rope.
No onc can hold both ends at the same timc; it is one or the
other. The Jew who rejects the yoke of God's commandments
erects a barrier between himsclf and his Jewish brethren. He tries
to lose the outward mark of his Jewish identity, denying, so to

speak, that his ancestors ever really left Fgypt to bccome a
Chosen Pcople, one destined to live apart. But we have been
chosen, willy-nilly, by the act of Exodus. We are scparated from the
peoples of the carth by our destiny.

The Jewish people as a community cannot separate themselves
from God, however great their transgression. For the Holy One,
blessed be He, will never repudiate His covenant with us — and we
certainly cannot. In the words of Scripture: “As the mountains
arc round about Jerusalem, so the Lord is round about His people
from this time and for ever” (Psalms 125). “Ye are the children
of the Lord your God” (Deuteronomy 14). We are surrounded
by God, we cannot escape Him. We are God's children, and can
never be divorced from our Father in Heaven. Though we sin, He
is patient: He metes out punishment, then renews His covenant.

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Are we certain that our Yiddishe Tochter neighbor is
kashrus pure?

How many Torah-Jews have taken an interest in the
cupboard? They rely implicity in their balleboste: she
knows what she may buy and what she may serve him. He
has faith in her and does not question her preeminence in
this area. (”Ich mish zich nit.”’) His function is to see that
the ‘proper brocho is made!

Would that there were no room for doubt and fear.
our girls learn from their mothers, baking cooking. How
much and what they have learned we can not say, but we
are certain that they have learned everything there is to
know. Their mothers, our wives, got their instruction from
Grandma, and who can deny that the older generation were
indeed careful unto the very minutiae! But... they got their
training, at best, in days of very limited commodities and
ingredients: homeground spices, milk from a cow in the
backyard, no vitamins, no extracts, no additives, no gelatin,
no polysyllabic chemicals. Life around the stove was simple
and warm. Grandma knew how to kosher meat and open a
chicken; she knew, when something did not look or smell
right, that she had to take a chicken to the Rov to ask a
“shyla”. Kitchens are different today. Now there is frozen
meat and eviscerated chicken. No one has "shylos” to ask
because all probiems are handled — we hope — at the
source by the resident mashgiach, but there are countless
new questions that arise in our chemical age when maids do
the cooking and feed the baby; when broiling liver atop a
burner created a cleaning mess; when there are electric
ovens and dishwashers for milchig and fleishig; and there
are refigerators that must be opened on Shabbos. Add and
keep adding the changes technocracy has wrought. Do our
wives know all the answers? Do our daughters know many
of them? Who has taught them?

Yet husbands — our close friends even — are living in
a paradise which takes for granted that their wives are
completely versed in the science of kashrus. And let us not
deny it: Kashrus is a science and it is an art.
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We feel that three OU regulatory officers is
frustratingly inadequate to oversee the hundreds of OU
hashgochos, to secure any kind of dependable kashrus
standards, to maintain the confidence of a discerning public
or to gain a respected reputation for credibility among
producers and consumers. The area of Glatt shechita is
specious and deceptive; its glaze belies its decay. In the
interest of Torah, of humanity and of propriety, we implore
the OU to analyze the entire shechita dilemma and to
harness it into control. But if our beseeching requests of the
OU for rectifications and stricter standirds are destined to
be of naught, suffice it then our words of caution,
addressed to a nation which is ultimately to render a
reckoning, to beware of the words "Glatt Kosher” and to
sacrifice comfort and convenience for genuine and authentic
kashrus. The temporal relinquishment bears an eternal
reward. The choice between reliable Clatt and unreliable
Glatt is the consumer’s to make, and may those who
sincerely endeavor to be righteous be guided in the right
path.

Those who demand Glatt kosher simultaneously
demand that the shochet be a Heaven-fearing and
. uncompromising Jew from within and without. Someone
might erroneously postulate that the shechita is ultimately
kosher even if the shochet is not as scrupulous as others
might expect him to be (mumar ochel nevelos) but the
mistake in this theory is that: according to the Shulchan
Aruch the mumar is not to be relied upon for bedikas sakin
(inspection of the knife) or anything that requires special
precautions.:in addition his shechita cannot be considered
Glatt kosher but only minimally kosher at best: and the
Orthodox community relies on the universally-accepted
psak halacho of the “Tvuos Shor” in "“Simla Chadosho’’
that a shochet must be a Yirei Shomayim Marabim more
Heaven-fearing that the average “Frum’ person.

Following is a response from the Divrei Malchiel (Vol. 6):

“On the subject of a shochet being permitted to attend
the theater, I wonder... Is it not ‘osur’ for all Jews to
attend, as it is described in Avoda Zora 18:72 as being a
Moshav Leitzim; and all the Sifrei Mussar speak at length
about the subject. However, due to the lowliness of the
people, it has been accepted as permissible by the
unlearned. However, as a shochet is supposed to be a Ben
Torah, a Yiray Shomayim, he should never do this. And if
he does frequent the theater, he should be removed from
his position as a shochet. This is a sign that he is not a
Yiray Shomayim with all his heart.”

If the public were apprised of the identity of certain
OU shochtim, who fall far short of being Yiray Shomayim,
it would shun their shechita entirely as these shochtim:

. are suspected of Chilul Shabbos

. swim in mixed pools

. are members in immoral night clubs (playboy)

Short Review of the OU Shechita

In previous articles we presented a review of the
general findings of our investigation into OU practices and
endorsements. But a discriminate public demands and we
must provide at least a short precise account in English of
our observation of the OU shechita scene. In
accommodating our readers’ request, however, we wish to
limit our discussion to only the apparent problems
surrounding Glatt shechita.

There are obvious distinctions between general food
hashgochos and shechita hashgochos: the former can be
regulated to conform to acceptable kashrus standards while
the latter requires that each and every animal be
painstakingly viewed as a factory in itself; the former
involves one given mashgiach who must possess sufficient
knowledge to act as a supervisor at a given plant while the
latter encompasses shochtim, bodkim, mashgichim, etc. who
must each have maximum expertise in his field of endeavor;
prohibitions involving the former are not as halachically
catastrophic as those involving the laiter: and the burden of
responsibility of the rav hamachshir for shechita must
embody not only his mind but his whole heart and soul.

Prior to the conception of OU Glatt in America, there
were two categories of shechita:
1) Bossor kosher, which proved to be undeserving of its
designation; and
2) Glatt kosher, which evolved with the mass immigration
of European Jews.

Hotels, which were bestowed en masse with OU
“Glatt’” endorsements, were reluctant to accept the high
prices of popular “chasidishe’”” Glatt kosher meat, and thus
the OU was constrained to develop its own Glatt shechita.
