(Letters printed
in Madrich). It is the duty of each individual baker that uses pan
liners to consult his Rav if it may be used.

ITS PURPOSE, PHILOSOPHY, ACTIVITIES AND GROWTH

In the winter of 1974 a group of leading rabbis, dedicated bnei
yeshivos and concerned lay leaders, met to discuss the status of kashrus in
America today.

It was the unanimous feeling of those present that the situation is
one of complete chaos and confusion. Manufacturers proclaim the kashrus
of their products without any competent supervision, others carry the names
of rabbis who are not familiar with the complexities of either the Halachic
principles involved or the processes required in the manufacturing of many
foods, or both.

It was therefore decided that a public service organization be form-
ed. This is how Vaad Hakashrus came into being.

This organization operates along the lines of the famous Consumers

Union, that is, to conduct independent research in its field and publicize
its findings.

In the early stages of its existence, Vaad Hakashrus paid visits to
numerous food processing plants. It made many inquiries, interviewed many
technical and halachic experts as well as individuals and groups involved in
kashrus supervision. Its findings were both positive and negative. What was
most apparent was that there existed a definite need for such an organiza-
tion.

Existing programs were stepped up, and new programs came into
being. To date, virtually all the major food manufacturers have been visited
by the Vaad Hakashrus. Major food manufacturers have consented to change
ingredients and manufacturing processes of their products at our insistence.

Findings from the studies are made public in a bimonthly bulletin,
Madrich L’Kashrus which is published in both Yiddish and English.

Vaad Hakashrus does not endorse any product nor does it solicit
such endorsements. It will not accept remuneration from any manufacturer
for a positive report on any product. Its sole means of support is from sub-
scriptions to the bulletin and unsolicited contributions.

The accomplishments have been remarkable. After only a little more
than a year we can B’H take pride in the following:

@ Nine issues of the Madrich, each one a treasure of valuable information,
cautionary notices and important findings.

@ 15 Bakeries, nine caterer and many other purveyors have agreed to
operate under our guidance and auspices.

@ We are in constant contact by telephone and correspondence with
manufacturers and distributors all over the country.

® The Vaad answers hundreds of inquiries on problems of kashrus.

® We have aroused the awareness of the public, as a result, many other
organizations have stepped up their activity in the field of kashrus.
