A list showing
production by the plants you identified is enclosed.

The enclosure shows the total slaughter reported to us by each plant
for the period January through June, 1977. Please note that, due

to differences in reporting methods, the totals for poultry plants
are by days of operation while the cattle slaughter plant totals

are by hours of operation.

I should also point out that, under the Freedom of Information Act,
there is no basis to deny access to records showing who has. made
requests for records. If we are asked, we will be obligated to
provide copies of your letters to anyone who seeks them.

Regarding the first question in your June 20 letter, we
have been advised that the Vineland Kosher Poultry Company,
Est. P-744, now has 15 rabbis on duty, with duties divided
as follows: six ritual slaughterers, three searchers, and
six in allied departments.

Your second question concerns the number of hours of
slaughter actually performed by each slaughterer everyday.
Since the Department has no regulatory authority to monitor
ritual slaughter operations in federally inspected plants,
we do not maintain records in our files which would provide
the information you seek. The ritual slaughterers them-
selves would probably be the best source for data as to the
number of hours a day that each of them is actually engaged
in slaughter operations.
