Thousands
of G-d fearing Jews in Israel were
forced to halt eating poultry for a
period of time, until after tremen-
dous effort, other sources were
found that did not utilize this vac-
cine.

Rabbi Gross, however, was not

Besides idering the g bility ofthe ) ingredients containcd
in rnimal products or derivasives, Passover use brings withil aseries of doshtful
ingredients {from the kashrus standpoint), such as legumes (kitniyos), e.g., corn
starch, etc.

All the lists promulgated, pubtished and issued by various Rabbinical
organizations and individual Rabbis arc based on their personal written
corrcspond between th Ives and the drug manufaccuring companies....
Tite list preparation does not use the most valid accepted standard knshrus
criterin of “personal supervision,” mashgiach, or the all imporiant on-site
inspection at any of the drug manufaciuring or processing facilities. None of
these personal mspections exist.

Despile their meritarious intentions it is, indeed, surprising that such lists are
issues at all! 1t demands a significant immeasurable responsibility to publicize a
“list™ of kosher medicines (which in the opinion of the ‘issuing Rabbi' are
kosher), since research has proven that [eom the time the original Yst is prepared
{based on the written questionnaires} 10 the “date of publication.” the
production process and ingredients could, and do, drastically change, All of the
major drug manufacturing companics have explicitly stated that they can not
inform anyvone as to the kashrus of a drug at ny particular given time becausc:
{n) the production process comstantly changes; (h) their own suppliers of
ingredients do not use standard single sources as an origin for their raw mutcrial
ingredients. Each ingredi¢nt is purchased from different sources and the origin
of the basic ingredicnt is in a constant state of flux, depending on market
conditions.

The i of any published list which itemize led kosher medicines is
comparablc 1o one's attesting that he saw the sun shining at night! It is a sad
commentary on our era that individuals continue to misiead the Jewish public —
who are so eager {o follow the Torah-true path — when they misinform as to
how to properly act.

In addition, even if it were possible to guarantee the kashrus of a particular
medicine, the certification is only applicable to a particular “hatch." The
Medicines which were stored in warchouses, and /or lie [or unknown periods on
the pharmacy or drug store shelf do not indicate when or under what guality
controls they were prepared. And, medicines, per se, do not come with a
hashgacha.

1: Abbots... “We prefer that such tests not he mace duc to the frequency with
which our product lormulas change...”

2: Parke-Davis... “It s impossible for us 10 give a complete breakdown of il
ingredients...they may be subjeet to revision from time 10 time.”

3: Syntex... "I question whether you can obtain more than a few tablets on the
market (from all companics) which do not eontain some corn starch.™

4; Clha-Greigg... “1 douht whether any company has products which would be
considcred as kosher unless it had made a concerted cffort to ntanufaciure
them,"

The only solution for 2 G-d fearing man who requires the use of 4 medicine is
not to rely onany published list, hut to personally ask a sheaylah {question) from
an anthoritative, competent orthodax Rahbi. Eacly and every Rabhi who is
questioned regarding the kashrus of certain medicines shoutd carefully measure
his decision, based on halacha and technology, consisting of detailed knowiedge
of the nature and medicai diagnosis of the illness with its implications in halecha
and the prescrihcd medicine. Over-the-cotnrer-driegs should nat be permiticd
unless special circumstances require their use,
